LONG DISTANCE TELEPHONY.

Connections outside the Local Exchange may be obtained by asking
for the Long Distance Operator.

Direct telephonic communication can be had with all the principal
cities, towns and villages in the Provinces of Quebec and Ontario and the
Northern States. A list of offices connected by the long distance lines
of this Company in the Provinces of Ontario and Quebec will be found
in this book.

Regular tariff rates wiil be charged subscribers for each connection
from their telephones to points outside the local exchange limits. When
a particular person is desired, the name must be given to the Long Distance THl
Operator with the call ; otherwise, charge will be made for connecting the
station asked for, and for the full time the line is held, whether the party
required is obtained or not. Non-subscribers who desire the use of
subscribers’ telephones should be referred to the Public Stations of the

Company.
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When a conversation on a toll line exceeds the time unit allowed, the — Nort]
