CARDINAL NEWMAN.

AN INTERE3TING BTORY JURT PUB-
LISHED—WHAT LED TO "HE GREAT
ENGLISHMAN'S CONVERSION,

It may not be generally known that
Cardinal Newman, who was one of the
moet learned and distinguished men of
Eogland, was drawn from the heresy
in whica he was born through the
justrumentality of a French priest,
named Yager.

The way in which he was led to
acknowledge the truth of the Catholic
Ohurch is tbus related :  Rsv. J, N
Yager, then chaplain of the Hospital of
the [nvalids, in Paris, one day met ina
soarable drawing-rcom an oglishman
of diztinguished manners, whase econver
sation, by perference, wurned cn the
highest questions of religious contro-
veray.
