F. Monroe Dyer, of New
York, president ; Ernest A. James, treasur-’
er; John Burns, jr., manager, and Joshua
Payne and Joseph A. Rych, diréctors of
the Bay State Fishing Company of Maine,
were sentenced to serve one year each
and to pgy fines of $1,000. Twelve other
men connected with sulmdlary or as
sociated firms of fish dealers, were giver
sentence of six months each with 3500
fines. :
Sentence was stayed in each mStan_oe,
pending a ruling by 'thé Supreme Court
in exceptions taken during the trial.
