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The day for more intensive agri-
culture in da -is8 here, = The
events of recent years have exceeded
those of 'fhe past two centuries in
injecting. da into world politics
and wdrld business. The faet that
jur armies ‘are fighting on the
battlefront of Eurcpe for liberty
and human rights has made us part
and parcel of the commerce of the
world. - For three reasons, then, we
must prepare by intensive agrieul-
ture to take.advantage of these en-
larged opportunities,

First, the commerce of this coun-
try has increased enormously within
the period of the war, There is a
constantly entarging call for Cana-
dian products both on: this continent
and in Europe, Second, labor tn
produce our ¢rops has become alarm-
ingly scarce. Such <conditions forcs
us to devise ways and means to
maintain greatest production with a
minimunr of labor. The third reason
Is found in the économic prohlem
which the demobilizing of a great
army is bound to Precipitate. In
vrder to take our part on the field
of honor it has been necesgary to
drain the man-power of Canada. At
the ciose of the war there will be
the problem of assimilating a con-
Filerable number of Canadians whn
ave laid aside the cruel business of
war and are glad again to take up
the arts of peace, Productive farm-
ing, therefore, becomes the natural
outlet for such a fund of energy. .

The whole matter resolves itself
Into a business proposition. Canada
Is essentially an agricultural coun-
try. Then what more natural line
tan we follow at the close of the war
than in producing the greatest quan-
tity of crops and live stock of high-
est quality? This will necessitate the
development of the foreign market.
It is not a case of seeking the for-
eign market, we are already in it.
With broad-minded statesmanship at

home and keen, alert busfness men |

on’ the outposts, Canada should find
iittle difficulty in marketing mater-
lals of the quality she is capable of
raising.

Considering the trend of the
times, soil fertility and proper ferti-
Hzation becomes a problem of na-
tional importance. It should recelve
closest attention from Canadian
farmers so that they may benefit by
present high prices for farm pro-
ducts, and may best prepare for the
period of readjustment at the close
of the war. Marketing and produc-
tion must join hands as never before,

but let us be careful, first of all, to |
produce a maximum of high quality |

products before we seek preference
in the new markets of the world.—

H. 8. Arkell, Live Stock Commission-
er, who has recently returned from
overseas, stages that the shortage of
milk and dairy products in Great Bri-
tain is unprecedented. The same is
true of other European countries, The
Scarcity and, high: price of concentrat-
ed feed is to some extent responsible
for this. The condition is so general
as not quickly to be remedied, It is
further responsible for retarding the
increase of swine production and the
restoring of the normal resuirements
of fat.
