FINLAND IS NOW FREE

-

Czar Signs Manifesto Embodying
"All Popular, Demands.

Duchy Still Belongs to Russia, But Its
Diet Has Now Control of the Bud-
get and Is Authorized to Pass an
Election kaw Providing for Univer-
sal Suffrage—Military and Other
Laws of Russification Abrogated.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 6.—The whole
structure of the autecratic regime is
falling, and Emperor Nicholas no long-
witnessed the abdication of absolutism
before a pelitical strike demonstration
extending throughout the confines of
the Empire and reducing the Govern-
ment to impotency and the birth of a
new and popular regime amid scenes
of disorder, pillage, bloodshed, ' and
worse, ends in a complete surrender teo
the aspirations of the Finlanders.

The sad story of the “Russification”
of Finland began under the regime of
Emperor Nicholas' father, with the in-
troduction of the Russian postal sys-
tem and attracted the sympathy of lthe
world. One by one the Finnish grand
duchy was stripped of ancient privi-
leges by the Russian administration,
including the gendarmerie and military
conscription and the use of the Rus-
sian language was introduced. Finally
the Finnish Diet'became wholly emas-
culated and was powerless, except to
protest. The Finns fought sturdily,
but Russian troops garrisoned every
town, and hundreds of prominent
Finns were driven into exile.

Finland Given Freedom.

Last week the Finlanders struck and
tied up the railroads over which troops
could be despatched, and compelled
the Emperor's appointed Senate to re-
sign. They organized a miliia in Hel-
singfors, practically drove out the Rus-
sian gendarmie and sent a deputation
to Prince John Obolensky, the Gover-
nor-General, and also one to Peterhof
to demand the immediate cenvocation
of the Diet in extraordinary session,
and the obliteration of the whole Russi-
fication policy. [The situation was so
threatening the Government was oblig-
ed to send warships to Helsingfors and
turn the guns of the fort on the city.
i On the advice of Count Witte and
Prince John Obolensky Emperor Nich-
olas has signed the manifestos, not
only convoking the Diet, but giving it
control of the budget and authorizing
an election law providing for univer-
sal suffrage. Another manifesto abro-
gates the military and other laws of
Russification. These have been de-
spatched by fast torpedo boat to Hel-
singfors. g

The New Procurator,

Prince Alexis Obolensky, a member
of the Council of the Empire, has been
appointed chief procurator of the holy
synod, in succession to M. Pobiedonost-
seff.

Massacres Continue.

Fatal encounters between the sol-
diers amnd the populace and anti-Jewish
excesses are reported from many
places in the provinces. Saturday and
vesterday at Kremenchug twenty per-
sons were Kkilled and eighty injured.
At Kutais, a military train was in
collision, and nine soldiers were killed.
After the collision the revolutionaries
opened a rifle fire on the trains, and
the troops replied in kind. There were
several killed or injured on both sides.

At Berdicheff several persons were
kille dor injured. At Minsk serious
rioting arose through the troops pre-
venting a meeting of citizens. The
troops fired volleys into the crowis,
and there was intermittent firing for a
long time. A hundred were killed and
600 wounded. Indescribable horrors
are being witnessed every day.

" The massacre and pillage of Jews
continues at Kishinefr,
Troubles at Irkutsk.

With the resumption of telegraphic
communication with the army, news of
the serious state of affairs at Irkutsk
and other stations in Transbaikaia has
arrived here. On receiving the first in-
formation of the disorders in Russia
a mob rose at Irkutsk, took possession
of the town and seized the " railway,
‘Other towns followed suit, and Gen.
Lipevitch, without waiting for orders
from St. Petersburg, sent 50,000 troops
to Irkutsk to put down the rising and
.restored order and at other stations.

i Slaughter at Tiflis.

Tiflis, Nov. 6.—Patriotic demonstra-
‘tlons yesterday were participated in
by 50,000 persons. While a procession
.was passing along Golowinski pros-
pect, firing began. Bombs were thrown
at the troops, and were answered with
rifle shots. The dead numbered ten,
and there were many wounded. In an-
other place four were killed and seven-
teen wounded., -

. Demonstration at Warsaw.

Warsaw, Nov. 6.—Great patriotic
demonstrations were held in the streets
yesterday by crowds estimated as num-
bering 200,000. Processions headed by
clergy and singing “God Save Po-

land,” paraded the prificipal streets.
A .citizen guard kept order, and the
military massed in the side streets had
‘no oceasion to interfere.

The funerals of the victims of the
disorders at Lodz, which were held yes-
terday, were attended by 40,000 per-
sons,

! Peasants Repulsed.

Odessa, Nov. 6.-——A tour of the city
and part of the suburbs vesterday
found all quiet. Whole rows of shops
that were pillaged have been boarded
up.’ The poor Jewish quarters suffered
‘worst, and the principal streets with
a few exceptions were untouched. :

Peasamts armed with knives and

scythes tried to enter the city Satur |

day having been inflamed by the pos-
sibilities of looting, but where driven
back by the soldiers. .

Awful Indignities.

The casualties in Saturday’s disturb-
ances exceed 140, and those of the pre-
ceding three days, which have been
verified, number nearly 5,600.

The latest accounts of the devasta-
tion in the Jewish quarter add horror
to the sttwation. Besides numerous
mills, all the bakeries, shops, and
nearly 600 homes have been destroyed.
‘The Jews killed, in every circumstance,
were treated with revolting barbarity.

WITTE SETTLES STRIKE.

Practically Surrenders Government's
Demands and Give Men Everything

St. Petersburg, Nov. 6.—Count Witte
Saturday solved the railroad strike at
a cenference with the strike leaders,
at which he did not hesitate to make
a practical surrender of the Govern-
ment’s demands. The basis of settle-
ments are comprised in the following
telegram gent to strike committees
throughout the Empire:

1. The remuneration of all railroad
employes is increased, and the budget
of 1906 will be revised to provide
therefor.

2. The creation of a commission on
which the employes are to have elect-
ed representatives to consider ques-
tions of improvement in their condi-
tion,

3. Permission is given railroad em-
ployes and workmen to have a co-
operative organization based on
models of Western Europe and the
United States.

4. The abolition of military regula-
tions applying to railroads.

5. Freedom of meeting for employes
of railroads to discuss questions of a
strike’ without notice being given to
the police.

6. The inviolability of the person of
strikers and the reemployment of
men dismissed for striking.

7. The cancelling of all circulars
limiting the employment of Poles on
the Polish Southwestern and the West-
ern Railroads and giving permission
to use fhe Polish language in private.

Grants an Assembly.

Cettinje, Nov. 6.—Prince Nicholasg
has issued a manifesto announcing that
he had decided on his own initiative
to grant to the people a representative
assembly, and, therefore, orders the
holding of free elections for deputies
on Nov. 27. The first session of the
new assembly will be héld on Dec. 19.
