NO DEBT WHEN LIBERALS CAME IN

In addition to the overdrafts at the
banks the provioce has a debt of
$11,000,000. In this connection it
should be remembered, ‘as already
stated, that in 1882 Nova Scotia did
not bave one dollar of bonded debt,
It was io that year that the liberals
came into power in provincial affairs,
succeeding the hovest businesslike
sdministration of the Holmes Thomp-
son government, It was a bad day
for the revenues and expenditures of
this province when that change was
made thirty.one years ago, Nova
Scotia has paid dearly enough for it,
with impoverished services, huge debt
aod gigaatic overdrafts,

MONEY PAID OUT FOR NOTHING

The bringing down of the report of
the Nova Scotis Temperance Inspec
tor caused a ripple 1n the House of
Assembly. It was shown to-be in-
complete andinadequate, Mr. Koight,
who holds the office, besides being
chiet inspector is also game commis
sioner, drawing $1,200 and expenses
