Bad News

For Canadian Cattle Shippers.

¥ Friday afternoon Sir Charles Tupper,
from London, G. B, forwarded to the
minister of agriculture the following
dispatch:

“‘Am informed that
opinion expressed by the law officers of
the crown, the board of agriculture. have
decided that they have no alternative
but to withdraw the privilege of free
importation hitherto allowed to Cana-
dian cattle.  The order will come into
force on the 21st.”

Shippers will therefore be free to
send cattle to land before the 21,

The following cable is also from Lonas
don: The worst fears of the friends of
the important Canadian cattle trade
have been realized, and Canadiin cattle
have beon scheduled. An influential
deputation, representing the leading
councils of agricvlture throughout the
country, headed by the Duke of West-
minister, waited upcn Mr. Gardoer,
chairman of the board of agriculture,
phinalbavnacn and assad theb. sha aw.
present conditions be stopped. The
recent suspected cases of pleuro~pneus
monia in imported Canadian cat‘le were
made the theme of the principal argu-
ment, and in addition it was claimed
that there is great risk of cattle diseases
reaching Great Britain through Canada
not enforcing sufticient rigid regulations
against the admission of Americar cats
tle into the Dominion. Mr. Gardner,

in reply to the deputation, said after the
most anxious enquiry and a very care-
ful consideration of the question in all
its bearings, the board of agriculture
had concluded that the facts of the re-
cent outbreak among Canadian cattle
were inconsistent with the reasonable
security contemplated by the law which
exempted Canadian cattle from the pro-
visions of quarantine laws. In conse-
quence of this decision the board felt
that it had no alternative but to with-
draw the privilege of the importation of
stockers or grazing cattle from Canada.
“Indeed,” Mr. Gardner concluded, ‘‘the
order te that effect has alvready been
signed.”
