For near-
ly ten years he defeated all comers in his class, and he earned, first
and last, enough money to make him independent in the evening of a

!ife that should have been as remarkable for its length of days as for
its early victories.
And yet he died a wreck in body and in purse. For several vears

he has l{ee}l_ a hanger-on, glad to pick up a few dollars at amateur spar-
ring ex}_nhmonﬂ. and always with his hand out to those who knew him
when his star was in the ascendant.
