A NEGRO WOMAN SCULPTOR. 
From the Tent of an Indian Tribe to 

a Studio in Rome.
Miss Edmonia Lewis, the colored 

sculptor, has lived for so many years 
abroad, says the Rosary Magazine, 
that many of her country people have 
well nigh forgotten her existence.

Miss Lewis is of mixed African and 
Indian blood, her father having been 
a negro and her mother an Indian 
of the Chippewa tribe in New York, 
in which State she was born, near 
Albany, some time about the year 
1840.

Her parents died while she was still 
a child, and she lived and roamed 
with her mother’s people until she 
was 15. when l.y the assistance of 
her brother she went to Oberloin, 
Ohio, to college.

As she was a fervent Catholic she 
found the atmosphere of Oberlin 
somewhat uncongenial, but she stud­
ied there for two or three years, and 
there her Indian name of Wildfire 
was changed to that of Edmonia 
Lewis. From childhood she had al­
ways had wonderful power with her 
hands in shaping anything she touch­
ed ai.d while studying she began her 
career as a sculptor.

She came into notice in 1865 
through the exhibition of her first 
work, a bust of Robert Gould Shaw, of 
Boston. That came year she began 
work at Rome, where she. has ever 
since resided.

Her works, with hut few exeep- 
tions, nro now the property of mem­
bers of the British nobility. Her 
works include "The Freedwoman,” 
"The Death of Cleopatro” and por­
trait busts of Lincoln, Sumner and 
John Brown.

ROLE OF THE*COCOANUT.

A Real Staff of Life to Natives of Sea 
Washed Islands.

H is more than a coincidence that 
the tree which furnishes a greater 
amount of available material to man 
then any other in the vast kingdom 
of vegetables is the first to spring up 
on the hare rocks of the newly risen 
coral reef. The cocoanut. so formed 
that it nay have floated h*»1*’ way 
across .ne Pacific, is thus universally 
distributed throughout tropical is­
land^.

It thrives best near the sea, seldom 
I »e net rating fur into the interior. Its 
hard shell i.- a coat of mail for the 
embryo plant, says the New Age. en­
abling !s t<> stand hard usage for a 
protracted j»eriod and locking up se­
curely the precious life »'n miniature.

The fibrous husk which envelops it, 
and is seldom seen in the market on 
account of the greatly increased bulk, 
breaks the jar which would he in­
evitable should the hard nut fall un­
protected from the tall tree to the 
ground 60 or 90 feet below.

Such a blow would scarcely fail to 
break the s’ ell, occasioning the loss 
of the nourishing milk so necessary 
to the germ. The outer husk not only 
breaks the jar of a fall hut buoys 
it up on the water, while the tough 
outer cuticle i- waterproof.

Thus is the tree which offers to man 
almost in the raw state all his neces­
sities freely scattered where the warm 
seas and their borders offer a foot­
ing; and from it the humble native 
secures sugar, milk, butter, wine, 
vinegar, oil. candles, soap. cups, 
ladles, cordage, matting, thatch for 
roof and material for raiment—com­
bining food, clothing and shelter in 
a single gift, continually making 
waste places habitable.

TREE PLANTING.

A New Method That Induces Fresh 
Root Formation.

It is an article of faith among fruit 
growers that a fruit tree must be plant­
ed in nroperly prepared soil, n large, 
wide, shallow hole, the roots carefullv 
spread out in all directions and arranged 
near the surface with a slight upward 
bearing at the ends.

Sma.I quantities of the finer soil are 
first worked in among the roots, hollow 
places caused by archings in the stouter 
roots are filled up, the remainder of the 
»oil is put in. trodden carefully down 
and the whole left to the compacting in 
fluence of the rain. The tree is support - 
cd by stake» until it is firmly establish 
«d.

Spencer l . Pickering, with his recent 
researches, declares that pro|>er tree 
planting means a small hole, roots dou­
bled up ifnyhow. the trees stuck in. the 
soil thrown in and rammed down as for a 
frate |*ost. With extensive experiments 
59 per cent, show in favor of the new 
simple method, 27 -how no difference, 
and 14 per cent, show against the new 
way. By whatever criterion the trees 
are gauged the new method is said to 
give better re-ulta thin the orthodox. 
Although an antagonistic cry has been 
raised against the revolution theorv no 
practical man ha- been able to give any 
reason for the old faith that is in him 
beyond the fact that it is sanctioned by 
established custom.

Examination proves tint ramming ha­
led to a copious development of fibrous 
roots. In planting the important thing 
is to induce fresh root formation, and 
ramming does this more rapidly than the 
old way.—From the Chicago Tribune.

An Ancient Concrete ridge.
In the south of France is a concret» 

arch bridge known as the Pont du Gard 
which was erected in year 56 B.C. The 
concrete in this was not composed of 
crushed stone ‘or other small aggregate 
of the variety now employed in concrete 
bridge work, but wa- of the old style 
consisting of altercate layers of large 
and iinall stones, gravel, etc., and of 
cementitious materials. Yitruvious des­
cribes the materials and methods in b>-* 
l«efore the Christian "era. and other writ­
ers like Allierti in 1845 and Polladio in 
1570 accurately describe the method 
which “the ancients" fas they call them) 
employed, "of using boards laid on edge 
and filling the space between with ce­
ment and all sorts of small and large 
stones mingled together.’* It is very im­
probable that the Pout du Gard would 
have withstood the rigors of climate 
of the Northern United States, bnt its 
actual state of preservation, as well as 
that of many other specimens of ancient 
concrete work, proves that if modern 
work is honestly executed, it will many 
tim«.s outlast any reasonable bond per­
iod. so that a very small yearly sinking 
fund per cent, is all that is required 
for properly dc-igncd and erected con­
crete work.

NURSES FOR CATS.

Surgical Care of Animals «n Experi­
ments Now Being Made.

It is said by all the men who are per­
forming the extraordinary experiments 
on animais at the Rockefeller Institute 
4".at the subj ,-i.s of these experiments 
tvli.-r .very little. The operations them- 
st.. e-s are made practically painless.

Throughout the whole proceeding, ac­
cording to McClure’s Magazine, the ani­
mal lots tin* attendance of an expert 
trained nurse. Clad in the conventional 
nurse’s white garb, she gives a vagrant 
cat the same minute attention that she 
would give a millionaire.

The preliminary step is a warm hath 
in a porcelain tub precisely like that 
found in every well-ordered home. The 
woman who has trouble in drying lier 
hair may envy the expeditious manner 
in which the cat at the Rockefeller In­
stitute solve* a similar problem.

From the tub it is placed in an ad­
joining cage, a crank is turned, start­
ing an electric dynamo, a wave of hot 
air passes through, and in two or three 
minutes the subject, clean and glossy, 
steps toward the so-called ste^lizalion
