That most interesting part of our history 
which extends from 1841 to 1867, has not 
hitherto been treated of at any length by 
Canadian writers. In fact, nearly all have 
broken off at the union of the. two Provinces 
in 1841. The object of the present work is 
to fill up that important blank, and it h«« 
the further advantage of being a continua­
tion of the histones of Garnean Smith, 
Christie, Biband, etc. Canada under the 
Union contains a faithful and impartial ac­
count of all the political events, and all the 
public acts of Canadian statesmen. In it will 
be found the great struggle which- was 
undergone by the Libersâ Party at the in­
ception of the Union, of which the chiefs 
were Messrs. Lafontaine and Baldwin ; the 
animated debates which took place on the 
subject of the Act of Indemnity, and 
which led to the burning of the Parliament 
bnildings in Montreal (1849), the long 
discussions and the struggle between tùe 
members from the two Provinces on the 
question of “ Representation by Population” 
—a question which was only abandoned 
when the Federal Union of the Provinces 
had been resolved upon—and in conclusion, 
the negotiations which led to Confederation 
and the interring debates which occurred 
when the Federal scheme was laid before 
the House of Parliament. In writing his 
history, the author has taken care te make 
known the events which attach to the moral 
and material progress of the country. He 
treats at considerable length of the subjects 
of Public Instruction, religious events, the 
development of institutions of all kinds, the 
great public works, such aa railways and 
canals,. commerce, internal navigation, 
colonization, agriculture and emigration. 
The great legislative reforms such as the abo- 
Ition of the seignorial tenure, the seculariza­
tion of th ! clergy reserve*, the decentralisa­
tion of the judiciary, and the codification of 
the civil and criminal laws, also occupy an 
important place in this work.

HOUSE OF COMMONS.

Mr. Cameron, of Cardwell, moved the 
second reading of the bill to provide for the 
examination of witnesses on oath by the 
Senate and House of Commons, and the 
Committees therefore in certain cases. He 
quoted English Parliamentary precedents on 
the subject, and those of the Colonies, and 
after debate, the bill was read a second time,

The House resumed the adjourned debate 
on the proposed motion of Mr. Cameron, of 
Cardwell, for the second reading of bill No. 
18 intituled “An Act to extend the provisions 
of the Grand Trnnk Arrangements Act of 
1862, so far as related to certain preferential 
bonis, for a further period, and for other 
purposes as amended by the Standing Com­
mittee on Railways.”

Mr. Cauchon would not prolong the 
debate on the bill at that stage, but 
would renew his protest aa energetically 
as he could against the attempts on the part 
of the Company to destroy other railway 
schemes.

Mr. Mackenzie had opposed the Grand 
Trunk Railway in the past as he did not like 
the original prospectus, nor yet the political 
complexion which the road had until recently 
held ; but as the Directors at home had de­
clared, and the management here had 
shown a desire to make it a commercial 
enterprise, he was willing to give it 
that consideration to which it was entitled. 
He found no objection to the measure pro­
posed to the House. He would vote for 
the bill simply on the ground that it would 
be beneficial alike to the shareholders, the 
bondholders/ the Company, and the country.

Mr. Holton could not do otherwise than 
express his opinion as to the mistaken policy 
of the management of the Grand Trunk Rail­
way in the oourae they had undertaken.

Mr. Beaubien had always supported 
the Grand Trunk Railway, and was rejoiced 
to see that it was attracting the attention of 
capitalists in England. However alow might 
have been the running of the trains they 
had dragged behind their engines the pros­
perity of the country. Still he could not 
help protesting against the Grand Trunk 
Railway people in England opposing the 
other schemes before the public Rumours 
were afloat that because the President of the 
Pacific Railway happened also to be Presi­
dent of the Northern Colonization Railroad, 
the Grand Trunk Railway officials were do­
ing all in their power to prevent the floating 
of the Pacific Railway loan.

Mr. John Young thought it was a 
great mistake on the part of the Grand 
Trunk in London to oppose the North Shore 
road. They had received $15,000,000 from 
Canada, and ought not now to throw ob­
stacles in the way of other prospects.

Mr. Jones had observed the operations 
of the Grand Trunk Railway and was not 
willing to hold the Company and their 
Managers responsible for all the delays and 
inconvenience experienced in connection 
w-ith the road.

Mr. Cameron said that as to the state­

A revolution took place at Panama on the 
5th which commenced previously in Arabel 
the revolutionists declaring in favour of 
Denasa Cervera for President. The revo­
lutionists entered Panama on the 5th and 
arrested President Neira in the Government 
House without opposition. A alight collision 
occurred in the evening between the Na­
tional and State forces, in which one on each 
side was killed.

The new President Cervera has issued his 
proclamation as President. He is backed, by 
the State troops. Neira, who is in the cus­
tody of the National troops, also proclaims 
himself as President. Ex-President Corrozo 
will arrive at Panama shortly, when a 
new election for President will take Diace, 
and he will undoubtedly be declared consti’- 
tutional President.

A dreadful accident occurred to the 
steamboat train on the Stonington and 
Providence Railroad, on Saturday morning. 
The steamboat train, from Stonington for 
Boston, fell through tiie bridge at RinhmnnH 
switch. Six oars were burned in the river. 
The accident was caused by the bridge 
being carried away by the freshet. About 
fifteen or 20 persons were burned to death. 
Quite a number were saved.

Camp having announced to the Grand Priory 
the arrival of the Grand Master Elect, the 
Prince was conducted by the Great Officers

Their arrival at the Priory was announced 
by a great flourish of trumpets, and, the 
doors having been thrown open, they pro­
ceeded under the Arch of Steel towards the 
dais, the organ playing the National Anthem.

The Knights, wearing their mantles 
and swords and the insignia of their various 
offices, stood ranged in order from the,door­
way to the dais at the farther end of the 
room, with their swords raised and crossed.

some uniform system by which the tonnage 
of ships passing through the canal shall be 
measured.

Urbino, the birthplace of Raphael had 
celebrated the anniversary of the birth and 
death of the illustrious painter—the re­
spective events occurring on the same days 
in 1483 and 1520. The present occasion 
was distinguished by a graceful event, the 
handing over to the Municipality, in trust 
for the nation, of the great artist’s birth­
place, which had been purchased by a pub- 
lie subscription.

The Modoc Stronghold.
At this time it may be interesting to re­

produce the following description furnished 
by Mr. Jesse Applegate to an Oregon paper 
of the position occupied by the Modoc army 
of Capt Jack :—

The word “ pedregal,” like the word 
“ canyon,” has been introduced into our 
language from the Spanish, as designating a 
feature of the topography more clearly and 
tersely than any word or phrase in our 
language. As by theworl “ canyon” the 
idea of a ravine between walls of rock is con­
veyed to the mind, so by the word “pedre- 
gal” we understand an irregular volcanic 
surface of basalt, trochyte, &c., more or less 
broken into upheavals from below, and 
cracked and fissured in the process of cool­
ing. The stronghold of the Modoc Indians 
is a “ pedregal” of the most extensive and 
elaborate description; it occupies, with but 
few intervals, 100 square miles.

If you can, imagine a smooth, solid sheet 
of granite ten miles square and 500 feet 
thick covering resistless mines of gun- 
pow 1er scattered at . irregular intervals 
under it ; that these mines are exploded 
simultaneously, rending the whole field into 
rectangular masses from the size of a match­
box to that of a church, heaping these 
masses high in some places and leaving deep 
chasms in others. Following the explosion 
the whole thing is placed in one of Vulcan’s 
crucibles and heated up to a point when the 
whole begins to fuse and run together, and 
then suffered to cool. The roughness of the 
upper surface remains as the explosion left 
it, while all below is honey-combed by the 
cracks and crevices caused by* the cooling 
of the melted rock.

From the top of one of these stone 
pyramids an Indian can shoot a man without 
even exposing a square inch of himself. He 
can, with due haste, load and shoot a com­
mon muzzle-loading rifle ten times before a 
man can scramble over the rocks and chasms 
between the slain and the slayer. If at this 
terrible expense of life a force dislodges him 
from his cove, he has only to drop into and 
follow some subterranean passage with which 
he is familiar to gain another ambush, from 
whence it will oost ten more lives to dis­
lodge him ; and so on.

Religious Drama in Madrid.
A correspondent of the London Daily Tele­

graph writes as follows concerning the per­
formance of a religious play at the Theatre 
San Martin The ‘Pasion y Mnerte de 
Jeans’ is an attractive drama. The perform­
ance of a religious play in Madrid should not 
be regarded with English prejudices. What­
ever objections may appear to lie on the ear- 
face against plays of this character, I cannot 
help thinking, after seeing it, that this re- 
ligious drama, on an impressionable people 
like the Spaniards, is calculated to produce 
a good effect. In Paris, on the contrary, a 
similar representation would be received 
with ridicule, for unfortunately it is impos­
sible to avoid incidents of a laughalbe na­
ture which make even the more sedate Span­
iards titter. One of the female characters— 
unlike the others, dressed in accordance 
with the costumes to which we have been 
accustomed in Scriptural pictures—wore a 
short white dress trimmed with gold, a red 
cloak, flowers in her hair, a tremendous chig­
non and two long curls hanging down her 
back — something between a Little 
Red Riding Hood and a fairy in 
a burlesque. The contrast with habits of 
more ancient date conveyed the impression 
that she represented the 19th century ; but, 
later in the evening, a neighbour told me 
she was La Senorita Pontius Pilate. The 
Magdalen squinted atrociously, and thus 
gave a ludicrous complexion to her most 
serious points. As for Judas, his face had 
been painted up to the most villainous ex­
pression, to which he added exaggerated 
facial contortions. He ranted and rolled his 
eyes most fearfully. Never was a more 
thorough scoundrel typified in any Richard- 
son booth ; but he was not a bad fellow, 
after all. Daring the washing of feet he 
nearly upset the modem foot-tub, and the 
attempts to conceal his laughter produced 
indescribable confusion in his painted face. 
And when at last he hanged himself on a 
tree and protruded his eyes and tongue with 
terrible force, a hearty round of applause 
greeted his exertions—checked, however, 
immediately by the sudden appearance, 
through a trap in the stage, of two devils 
(one not being enough for such a ruffian) in 
scarlet tights, who seized him from the tree, 
and returned with their burden to the lower 
regions, with, of coarse, the orthodox ac­
companying red fire.”

Sir 
William Young, his old leader and col­
league, is Chief Justice, though he has passed 
three score years and ten. Mr. Howe him­
self returns to Ncnra Scotia, wearied out by 
the excitement of the past, and shattered

COMMERCIAL
Weekly Review of Toronto Wkeleeale

PRODUCE.
There has been very lltUe change in this market 

since our last. Navigation hae been fully opened and 
large shipment* of grain hive been made, the effect of 
which haa been ti reducé stocka very considerably. 
Still ne purchases of any consequence have been made 
for shipment, buyer* and sellers being, In most cases, 
apart. Thé difference, however, appear* to be imrig- 
nifleant, and » e should not be surprised to see a period 
ol active trade set In very shortly. Railway rates of 
freight have been again reduced, summer rates being 
established on Monday. There haa been Httle 
change In outside markets dur ing the week, but tiie 
tendency, on the whole, has been upwards. English 
advices to the 8th inst. have been received. Agri­
cultural affairs were in a more favourable position, 
the tine weather ot the past few weeks having enabled 
farmers to make good progress with oat-door labours, 
and to get a good deal ot land under seed. This fine 
weather had extended to the Continent, and naturally 
affected anticipations of tbe future of prices, *nd the 
tendency was decidedly downwards. With the ex- 

Ion of Californian wheat, foreign supplies were 
more »han usually limited, not only in England but 
in the countries which had like her been obliged to 
import largely consequent on an equally unfavour­
able harvest. The new samples offering were in im­
proved condition ; and this fset had contributed to 
keep up prices. Farmers were busy rather with pre­
paring for the new crop than in finding a market for 

>ld ; so that, though there was Still but a small 
demand for indispensable wants, the supply to meet it 

not more than adequate. The total supply in tiie 
week ending on the 2ttth ult. was equal to 876,000 qrs„ 
against a consumption of at least 423,000. The large 
increase in the rate of consumption this year is un­
doubtedly the leading cause of the firmness in prices 
in face of the immense imports from all quarters. It 
would appear that even these have been barely ade­
quate to the demand, as the stocks ot when in tbe 
five principal porte of the United Kingdom, March 31, 
1873, were about 200,000 quarters or 1,000,000 bushels 

:han on the 31st December, 1872. The Economist, 
cl the 6th inst., in reviewing the situation, says :—

* On the whole, except for fine wheat, which is un­
doubtedly scarce and firm in price, there is some un­
certainty regarding the future ot the grain trade, with­
out much apprehension of permanently high prices 

ome time. The Californian surplus on the one 
hand is looked to for a steady supply, while large ehip- 

its of fine Australian grain are on pasaage ; but 
should the weather suffer an unfavourable change, 
sellers would find little inducement to make free offers 
in the face of an actual demand throughout tbe greater 
part of Europe." The supplies from Australia seem 
likely to be very large. Intelligence from Adelaide stated 
that the wheat harvest in South Austral» had proved 
the most productive ever reaped, and that they will 
have some thousands of tons to export to Europe.

b large shipments of wheat were then in progrees, 
and are by this time nearing their destination. Ia 
December they were receiving at the rate of a thousand 
tons of wheat per pay at Adelaide, which was imme­
diately put on board the shipe in tbe harbour.
