An an­
nual tax of $2.00 per year shall be 
assessed and levied on every build­
ing lot of one hundred feet frontage 
or lers bordering on any street in 
the said town along which a sewer 
has been laid.

The Mayor suggeeted that the 
Oouncel consider some means to­
wards Improving our roads and side­
walks and after discussion it was 
movéd by Aid. Durlck, seconded by 
Aid. Russell and carried, that the 
Public jWorks Coen, be authorized to 
get opinions on the beet mode of 
building roads with k approximate 
cost of constructing same and have 
them ready to preeent to the people 
at the election In April next.
