America, Great Britain, Prance, Italy
and Japan,

Wil Fix Punishment.
“In its decision the tribunal will be

guided by the highest motives of in-

ternational policy with a view to in-

dicating the solemn  obligations . of
international undertakings and  the
yalidity of international morality. Tt
will_be its duty to fix the punishment
considers should be-impoged.

“The allies and associated powers
will address a request to the Govern-
ment of the Netherlands for the sur-

Must Surrender Guilty Officials.

“Article 2—The German Govern-
ment not having insured the punish-
ment of the persons accused of hav-
ing exereised acts in ¥iolation of the
laws and customs of war, such per:
sons will be brought before military
tribunals bythe allied and associated
powers and if found gifilty, sentenced
to the punishment laid down by mm-
tary law:

“The German Goverhment shall
hand over to the allied and assoeiat-
ed powers, or to such one of them as
shall 80 Tequest, all persons accused
of having committed an act in vio-
lation of the laws and  customs of

war, who are specified cither by name;
or by the rank, office, or employment,

which they held under the German

authorities.

 Individual Courts Provided.

" WArticle' 3 Persons guilty of crim-
inal acts against the nationals of
one of the allied and associated powers
will ‘be brought before the military
tribunal of that power. Persons guilty
of criminal acts against the mation-
als of more than one of the allied
and associated powers will be brought

before military tribunals chmposed
of members of the military tribunals
of the powers concerned.

Washington, April 29—The State
Department made  public Sunday
night the text of the revised Covenant
of the League of Nationg, as it will
be presented to-morrow to the plen-
ary session of the Peace Conference at
Paris. The text follows, with paren-
thetical 'insertions showing changes
made 'in the covenant as originally
drafted and made public.

THE COVENANT OF THE LEAGUE
OF NATIONS.

In order to promote interntional
co-operation and to achieve interna-
‘tional peace and security, by the ac-
ceptance of obligations not to resort
to war, by the prescription of open,
just and honorable relations between
nations, by the firm establishment
of the understandings of internation-
al law as to actual rule, of conduct
among Governments, and by the main-
tenance of justice and a scrupulous
respect for all treaty obligatibns in
he dealings of organized peoples with
one another, the high contracting
varties agree to this Covenant of the
League of Nations.

(In the original preamble the last
sentence read: “adopt this comstitu-
tion,” instead of “agree to this cov-
nant.”

ARTICLE ONE

The original memverg of the Lea-
sue of Nations shalt be those of the
gignatories which are named in the
annex of this covenant, and also such
»f those other states named in the
annex ag shall accede without reser-
vation to this covemant. Such acces-
sions shall be effected by a declaration
deposited with the secretariat within
two months of the coming into foree
of the covenant. Notice thereof shall
be sent to all other members of the
League.

Any fully self-governing state, do-

nex may become a member of the
two-thirds of the assembly, provided
that it shall give effective guarantees
of its sincere intention to observe its
mternational obligations and shall ae-
cept such regulations as may be pre-
seribed by the League in-regard to
its military and naval forces and ar-
maments. -

Any member of the Leagite may,
after two years’ notice of its intention
$0 to do, withdraw from the League,
provided that all its international ob-
ligations and all its obligations under
this covenant shall haye been fulfill-
ed at the time of its withdrawal.

(This article is new, embodying the
alterations and additions of the old
article seven. It provides more specif-
ially the method of admitting new
members of and adds <the entirely
new paragraph providing for with-
drawal from the League. No mention
of withdrawal was made in the ori-
ginal ‘document.)

ARTICLE TWO

The action of the League under this
covenant shall be effected through
the instrumentality of an assembly
and of a council with a permanent
cecretariat.

(Originally thls was apary of ar-
ticle one. It gives the name assembly
to the gathering of representatives
of the members of the League, for-
merly referred to merely as “the
body delegates.”)

ARTICLE THREE

The assembly shall consist of repre-
sentatives of the members of the
League.
