Death of Richard Hawley.

The Detroit Free Pressof Tuesday, the
8th iust., had the following obituary
sketch of a gentleman who was weli-
known and highly esteemed in Gode-
rich :—

Richard Hawley, for many years one of
the best known citizens of Detroit, died
last might atv the home of his son, Thos.
D. Bawley, 1055 Woodward avenue. He |
suffered from a complication of diseases,
for about four years, but early in.the
summer of 1883, he grew rapidly worse,
and on the 1st of July he sailed for
Europe. There he remained until May,
1884, and in the meantime consulted the
most celebrated trans-Atlantic physi-
cians, none of whom were able to help
him in any degree. Hearrived home on
the 15th of May, and a month later it
became evident to his friends that his
end was near at near at hand.

Forty-
one years ago he moved to Detroit and
established here a brewery, which he
managed successfully for twelve years,
but discontinued it in 1855 on the pas-
sage of the prohitory liquor law. He
next turned his attention to malting in
which business he was tinely prosperous,
8o that in 1873 he returned with an
ample fortune.
He was a public spirited man and never
hesitated to carry his portion of the pub-
lic buden. He was for years a leading
spirit in the Detroit Board of Trade,
which he on several occasions represent-
ed in the National Board, and also in$he
Dominion Board of Canada. He served
two terms in the State Legislature, was
for a considerable time Alderman of the
old Fourth Ward and member of the:
Board of Estimates as long as it was in
existence. Politically he was a Demo-
crat and an enthusiastic free trader. In-
deed, free trade was his pet economy,
and he devoted the last ten years ot his
life to the cause with unswerving fidelity.
In 1839 he married Evangelia, daug{-
ter of Chas. Gardner, of East Cleveland,
who surviver him with three sons and
two daughters. They are Thos. D., J.
G., Richafl, Mrs. J. D. Stevenson and
Mrs. Frank H. Probasco.

Mr. Hawley was a man of deep reli-
gious convictions. His church associa-
tion was principally with the Disciples’
Church, but during the last seven years,
when in town, he habitually attended
the First Congregational, under Dr.
Eddy. He was devotedly attached to
his family and found his highest happi-
ness in the atmosphere of home. lgin
private life was stainless, and benevo-
lence and Christian charity were among
the leading traits of his character. A
good citizen, in the best sense of the
phrase, Richard Hawley (modest, earn-
est and always helpful to those in need
of help who came within his reach) will
have many sincere mourners -outsile of
the beleved circle in which he was se
long a venerable and venerated figure.
