Forty- 
one years ago he moved to Detroit aud 
established here a brewery, which he 
managed successfully for twelve years, 
but discontinued it in 1855 on the pas­
sage of the prohitory liquor law. He 
next turned liis attention to malting in 
which business he was finely prosperous, 
so that in 1873 he returned with an 
ample fortune.

He was a public spirited man and never 
hesitated to carry hit portion of the pub­
lic buden. He was for years a leading 
spirit in the Detroit Board ef Trade, 
which he on several occasions represent­
ed in the National Board, and also in4he 
Dominion Board of Canada. He served 
two terms in the State Legislature, was
