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CUSTOM REGULATIONS FOR 
IMPORTED STOCK.

On July 1st there came- into effect 
new regulations regarding the custom 
entry of animals imported into Canada 
for the improvement of stock. Here­
tofore all certificates of registration 
which were apparently genuine were 
accepted by custom officers for the pur­
pose of free entry. Und=- 
regulations either a Canadian certifi­
cate of registration or an import cer­
tificate as the case maw be must be 
presented.

Canadian certificates of registration 
must be presented at the port of entry 
for the following breeds:—

Cattle—Shorthorn, Ayrshire, Here­
ford, French-Canadian, Galloway, Ab- 
erdeen-Angus, Red Polled, Jersey, Hol- 
eteiu and Guernsey.

Horses—Clydesdale, Hackney, Shire, 
Percheron, Thoroughbred, Belgian and 
French-Canad i an.

Ponies—Shetland, Welsh, New For­
est, polo and riding, Exmoor, Conne­
mara and Hackney.

Swine—Yorkshire, Berkshire, Tam- 
wqrth, Çhester-White, Poland China, 
Durcie-Jersey. Essex and Victoria.

Sheep—Shropshire, Lincoln, Oxford 
Doive, Dorset, Southdown, Hampshire 
and Leicester.

The Canadian records for all above 
mentioned breeds with the exception 
oi that for Holstein cattle are con­
ducted under the Canadian national 
eystem, Ottawa. The Holstein record 
is located at St. George, Ont. In mak­
ing application for the registration of 
an imported animal the foreign certi­
ficate of registration in addition to the 
usual application must be forwarded.

There are' from time to time animals 
imported into Canada of breeds for 
which there are no Canadian records, 
but which are recorded in books of 
record of recognized foreign associa­
tions. To secure free customs entry 
for an animal so recorded it is neces­
sary to forward to the Canadian Na­
tional Records, Ottawa, the foreign 
certificate of registration. The ac­
countant of the Canadian National 
Records will return to the importer 
the foreign certificate to which will 
be attached an import certificate 
which will be authority to the cus­
tom officer to admit the animal duty

Experiments in the destruction of 
noxious weeds by spraying are at pre 
sent being tried in Alberta by the 
weed branch of the Department of 
Agriculture.

KILLING WEEDS BY SPRAYING.

The Experimental Station of North 
Dakota has issued a bulletin on 
"Weed Control by Means of Chemical 
Sprays."

Experiments in sprayinig to eradi­
cate weeds in grain fields have been 
conducted at that station from season 
to season for the past ten years. The 
results obtained show that the'general 
use of this method of combating cer­
tain weeds will save the farmers of 
the country millions of dollars an­
nually. It is' not expeyted—^hat 
sp-nyinc wjtl supplant other metrtods 

... •■<!.- ip Chech, but UP" 
i* will, supplement'these methods and 
prove amile.Me in fighting many of 
the most pernicious weeds which come 
up m fields of grain. The possibility 
of success in killing weeds in a grain 
field bv the use of a chemical spray, 
whiçh does not injure the grain, will 
not surprise those who are familiar 
with the use of spraying compounds 
to destroy various forms of fungi, 
which are plants of a low order. Only 
by experiment is it possible to learn 
what weeds can be killed by a spray 
which will not injure the growing 
grain stalks among which the weeds 
are growing.

The best time to do the work, is 
while the weeds are young, succulent 
and making a rapid growth. Those 
which develop slowly under dry con­
ditions are much harder to kill.

Mustard or charlock can be readily 
kiltid by spraying with solutions cf 
either iron sulphate or copper sul­
phate. It requires about 52 gallons 
of spraying liquid per acre. To mak- 
the liquid, use from 75 to 100 pounds 
of iron sulphate for each 52 gallon- 
of -water, or 12 to 15 pounds of cop­
per sulphate. Common salt can be 
used with fair success, dissolving one 
third of a barrel in 52 gallons of water 
but there Is some danger that it will 
injure the grain.

King-heàd or Greater Ragweed can 
be controlled in the same way, but 
should be sprayed while quite young. 
The same sprays are fo be used, but 
at the greatest strength mentioned.

The Canada thistle can be cheeked 
in growth in grain fields by spraying, 
but is best fought by frequent spray­
ings without regard to the grain. The 
moet effective spray for this weed i- 
eodium arsenite at the rate of IX to 2 
pounds to each 52 gallons of water, 
but owing to the extremely poisonous 
nature of this -spray, a solution o! 
common salt is recommended. If th‘ 
object is to kill the thistles without 
regard to what tbew may be growing 
among, use half a barrel of saltMo 5$ 
gallons of water.

Spray as often as the plants get 3 
few inches-above the ground, and if 
shoots appear the second season oper 
ate on thém again the same way, an ! 
usually the pest- will be fully eradi­
cated. When scattered through grab 
fields it ia advised that the first spray 
ing be done with a spray of one-thirc 
barrel of salt to each 52 gallons o 
water at the time when the plants ar« 
about ten inches high. Spray a week 
later with a spray of 15 pounds of 
copper sulphate to each 52 gallons <•! 
water. After the grain has been har­
vested, spray again.

The sow thistle is becoming very 
trvuhlesoiie. It spreads by under­
ground rfljots like the Canada thistle 
but cannot be killed by spraying.

Weeds which can be controlled by 
the sprays that kill mustard are fais' 
flax, shepherd's purse, pepper grass, 
corn cockle, chickweed, bindweed 
phsntain, rough pigweed and cockle

ALBERTA SPELLS OPPORTUNITY.

E. W. Randall, dean and director of 
the Department of Agriculture in the 
University of Minnesota was among the 
touring Minnesotans who visited Edmon­
ton last evening. Dean Randall is in 
close touch with all agricultural inter­
ests in the state and has given consid­
erable thought to all world movements 
that effect agriculture. When asked by 
a Bulletin representative of his impres­
sions of Alberta he said that everything 
here spells opportunity. "Jf you look 
over the history of the' world’s progress" 
said the dean, "you will find that there 
has been a great change in the last hun­
dred years. Owing to the advance of 
civilization, famine, plague and deeim- 
inating wars are fast becoming a thing 
of the past and there is nothing to pre­
vent the population of the world in­
creasing more rapidly than ever before. 
The great centres of population in Eu­
rope are looking for an outlet and Al­
berta is in a position to supply it. This 
is the secret of the stream of immigra­
tion to the Canadian west. "Then again,” 
continued the dean "farm land in the 
United States and Eastern Canada is 
largely occupied with the result that 
farmers are sending their sons to Al­
berta And Saskatchewan to lay hold on 
new lands."

Turning to Agriculture.
One of the greatest world’s move­

ments at the present time in the opinion 
of Dean Randall, is “back to the land.” 
A notable proof of this was the recent 
congress of the governors of every state 
in the union at Washington to discuss 
the resources of the commonwealth. At 
that congress the highest tribute was 
paid to agriculture and a plea was made 
on every hand to conserve all the agri­
cultural resources of the waste of the 
country was deplored and the import­
ance of scientific methods was pointed 
out. "All this indicates," said Dean 
Randall "that agriculture is receiving 
more and more prominence every year. 
Alberta with its large tracts of excellent 
agriculture land will have a very rapid 
development."

Progress In the State.
Asked as to the progress of agricul­

ture in the state of Minnesota, Dean 
Randall said that attention was being 
directed to a suitable rotation of crops. 
No lands should be kept producing the 
some kind of grain every year as the 
soil soon becomes depreciated. As a re­
sult of the experiments the fertility of 
the soil has been much preserved and 
improved. Another line of experiments 
is the breeding of new varieties of 
grains which will show greater hardi­
ness and productiveness. Great success 
has been attained in this direction. A 
new variety of corn has been invented 
which will mature about fifteen days 
sooner than any other. This renders 
danger to the corn by frost very impro­
bable.
