The Mayor read a memorandum from 
Messrs. Guthrie, Watt <fc Cutten, re­
specting the times when the contractors 
for the work on the Morket extension 
have to finish their work, viz., mason 
woi%, Aug. 15 ; carpenter work Oct. 7 ; 
to be completely finished two weeks after 
the plastering is completed ; tinsmith’s 
work, Oct. 7 ; foundry work, as required 
by the contractors ; painting and glaz­
ing, one month after carpenter work is 
finished.

COMMUNICATIONS.
From Police Magistrate, respecting re­

Mr. Elliott presented the report of the 
Committee on Finance.

They recommended that Chief Con­
stable Kelly be paid $16, and Constables 
Dooley and Turner be paid $24 each, in 
lieu of clothing for eight months in full 
to Dec. 31, 1874. The account for tele­
grams respecting Sheriff’s horse stolen, 
your Committee cannot recommend to 
be paid. They recommend that the fol­
lowing sums be refunded to.the following 
parties:—H. J. Vincent, $7.80, income 
tax ; Loch & Weir, 824, shop license ; J. 
H. Hacking, $3.90, income tax ; M.

Duignan’s taxes be remitted. In refer­
ence to the petition of Chas.

The gate-house has been com­
pleted, and arrangements made for the 
ready entrance and exit of carriages and 
visitors to ths grounds. They recom­
mend that the By-law relating to regu- 
laing the renting and granting of the 
grounds be so amended as to keep the 
gate open, and that no entrance money 
shall be demanded except when the 
grounds are under the control of the Ag­
ricultural Association for exhibition pur­
poses. The account of Gee. Tolton for six 
month's oversight of the grounds from 
Nov. 1873, to May 1874, amounting to 
850, was recommended to be paid. A 
detailed statement of the expenditure 
accompanied the report.

The Council went into Committee of 
the whole to consider the report.

Considerable discussion then took 
ilaee on that part of the report referring 
io the keeping of the gate into the Exhi­

bition grounds open, and that no en­
trance money be charged upon any oc­
casion except when the Exhibition is be­
ing held. Messrs. Heffeman, Coffee and 
Harris disapproved of the action, while 
Messrs. Robertson, Howard, and McCrae 
contended that the grounds were public 
property, and should upon all occasions 
be open to thfspnb)ic. except during the 
time of the Exhibition being held by the 
Agricultural Sroiety.

SPEECH.
Gentlemen of the Legislative Assembly:—

I am pleased that the state of public 
business enables me to relieve you from 
your labours at this early day.

I leel persuaded that your respective 
constituencies and the public at large will 
appreciate the assiduity and dispatch 
with which you have performed your 
arduous duties during the session, and 
will recognize the importance of the wofk 
which you-have done.

Short as the session has been it has 
been exceedingly fruitful in important, 
and I trust beneficial, legislation.

I congratulate you on the relief that 
the general Incorporation Acts already 
afford in regard to private Acts of in­
corporation, which have always constitut­
ed so largo a portion of every volume of 
our Statutes.

The public Bills which have received 
your approbation, and whjich have now 
become law, embrace a wide range of 

: subjects. t
1 You have passed a measure, involving 
hut a small addition to the number of 
members representing the people in the 
Assembly, and yet giving a just increase 
of representation to the large and popu­
lous counties of Hurou, Kent, Lambton, 
Grey, Simooe and Essex ; giving also a 
member to the extensive territory of 
Parry Sound and Mnskoka, hitherto un­
represented in the Atsembly ; and a 
member to the new county whiqh (subject 
to the vote of its inhabitants) you have; 
authorized to bo formed out of outlying 
portions of three of our largest counties 
a territory long seeking and needing for 
the convenience of its inhabitants a mu­
nicipal organization of its own ; and to 
which now county you have given a name 
that will bo a permanent memorial of 
the happy connection with this country 
of tho distinguished nobleman who re- 
presents Her Gracious Majesty in the 
Dominion. You have passed a Bill for 
the further improvement of our 
Election law ; affording additional securi 
ty against illegal practices at elections ; 
and by means of an easy and inex­
pensive appeal, providing for uniformity 
of decision on questions arising in the 
trials of controverted elections. You 
have passed the necessary Statutes for 
the settlement of the boundaries of the 
Province on tho east, north, and west ; 
an object of rapidly increasing import­
ance. You have made additional pro­
vision for the more convenient and effec­
tual administration of justice in the unor­
ganized districts of the Province, and for 
the municipal Government of those dis­
tricts. You have given your sanction to 
an improved immigration policy, which, 
I trust, will have tho effect of helping to 
fill up our vast territory with hardy set­
tlers, for their benefit as well as ours. 
You have made legislative provision for 
the protection and settlement of orphans 
and other destitute children, who may 
from time to time be part of the immigra­
tion to Ontario, or be found among the 
existing population of the Province. You 
have provided for the extension to Mum

creasing the wealth and prosperity of th» 
oountiy.

I look upon the two series of Bills 
which you have passed affcctihg import­
ant sections of the religious'- community 
of the Dominion as indications- ot tho 
growing recognition everywhere of the 
National Unity into which the Confédé­
ration Act has welded the Provinces, a» 
well as of the desire for closer associa­
tion amongst Christians, who heve a 
common religious faith anti a common* 
discipline.

I thank you for the liberal supplies 
granted for the service of tho incoming 
year. You may rely upon tïieir being

Atlantic Glue Works, Berlin.
(From our Special Correspondent J

Your readers may not be aware of the 
fact that glue works on an extensive 
scale are situated so near them as at 
Berlin. The above works, carried on 2>y 
Fischer & Son, have been in operatio n 
for some years, although not on a scalis 
nearly so extensive as at present. The 
buildings in which they previously work­
ed having become insufficient in capacity* 
for their extensive and even increasing 
business, they erected, in the fall of 1873, 
a frame building with 60 feet of frontage,. 
88 feet deep, and four stories in height. 
During the past summer they have erect­
ed an addition, 50x36,the same height as ; 
the main building. The buildings are 
situated on the westerly part of the town, 
on the line of the Berlin and Galt branch 
of the Grand Trunk Railway. The Com­
pany have promised to allow them to 
build a switch in t6 their establishment 
from the main track. Many of the read- ■: 
ers cf the Mercury may not be familiar 
with the process employed in the manu­
facture of an article of such general use as 
glue ; and perhaps of some of the many 
uses to which it is appropriated. The 
raw material from which it is manufactur­
ed is the cuttings and dressings of hides, 
both green and dried. The modus oper- 
andi is as follows : The raw material is 
first taken into what is termed the pre­
paring room, where it is put into im­
mense vats and soaked in water for some 
length of time. They are taken from 
thence to the boiling room, where by a 
boiling and steaming operation they are 
dissolved. From the boiling kettles, it 
is run by a pipe into a cooling room where 
it is allowed to stand over night in the 
coolers, which are 6 feet long, 18 inches 
wide and 6 inches deep, after which it is 
taken to the spreading room where it is 
cut in sheets from £ to § of an inch in 
thickness. It is then spread on nets to 
dry, in the upper stories. Of these dry­
ing nets 6,000 are kept in ccnétant opera­
tion. Three different qualities of glue 
are manufactured of which No. 1 is used 
by confectioners, and is three months in 
the process of manufacture from the hide 
cuttings, and is three days in drying. 
Nos. 2 and 3 take from two to three 
weeks to manufacture and four days to* 
dry. About twenty-five hands are kept 
in constant employment at the works. 
They now supply the most of Ontario 
and Quebec with a finer quality of glue 
than can be.produced elsewhere. Their 
process of manufacture is one which other 
makers in Canada are not acquainted 
with, and which is used onlyjin one or two 
American establishments. They have 
thus obtained almost a monopoly of the 
entire trade in Canada.
