T o the Editor of the ADVERTISER:
Having for a number of years been con- 

nected with municipal affairs, I trust you 
will pardon my now tresspassing on your 
columns in asking to be allowed an oppor- 
tunity of expressing my views in regard to 
the bylaw proposing the reduction of wards 
to four in number—a proposition in my 
opinion that is retrogressive, utterly un- 
called for, and against the best interests of 
the city. Until I read in your paper of 
Wednesday evening I was not aware 
that the bylaw had gone beyond an in: 
troduetion in the councils true, I was 
aware the subject had been mooted, but 
that like many another fad of a 
similar nature, if not strangled at its 
birth, had been allowed to die a silent 
death. The proposal to enlarge the area 
of the wards by reducing their number is 
fraught with danger, as it would be the 
means of centralizing the voting power in 
the thickly settled business portion of the 
city, and practically shut out the outside 
wards or portions of wards from any voice 
in controlling the election of représenta- 
tives to the City Council, which would be 
manifestly unjust to those living outside 
the magic ring easily to be formed did the 
bylaw as proposed become law. As an 
illustration showing the unfairness of the 
proposition—a person having no landed 
interest in the city has a place of business 
in one ward, of which he is the tenant; a 
branch across the street of which he is also 
a tenant; a residence in another ward, 
where he is tenant as well, and again a 
stable or a peanut stand in another ward, 
close by—-tenant also; this person, as I 
have stated, would have votes for the whole 
twelve aldermen under the Municipal Act, 
as it now stands. While the mechanic, 
workman, employe or others owning their 
own residences and, land in any one ward 
would only have one voice in the selection 
of aldermen or trustees, the party having 
no landed interest would have, as in were, 
four voices in making the selection, the 
first party having interests at stake it the 
welfare of the city, anchored here as it 
were, while the other, a mere bird of 
passage, can flit away at any time, where 
circumstances or necessities may lead him. 
True, it may be said that now tenants have 
these several votes, but the wards being 
so far divided, there does not exist the 
same chances, as if the wards were con- 
tiguous, as proposed.

wishes to do his duty. And this is not all. 
Many a thing occurs in the ward requiring 
immediate attention, and if a person, say 
after quitting work in the evening, has 
to travel from Dan to Beersheba to 
find his representative, and then as 
likely as not fail to find him, it is anything 
but pleasant for the anxious constituent. 
My idea is that all aldermen should be rosi- 
dents of the ward they represent. I pre- 
sume, from what I have read on the sub- 
ject, the great desire of the people is to re- 
duce the number of representatives. If so, 
well and good, but why not take some 
plain, sensible and equitable method to nd- 
complish this end? Why not reduce the 
number of aldermen in each ward to two 
instead of three, as at present? Nothing 
could be easier. Elect the aldermen for 
two years at a time, one-half the council 
going out annually. By this means 
new blood could be introduced 
when considered necessary, as a 
check on any wrong-doing that might be 
supposed to exist. We would have the 
benefit of experienced representatives, the 
outside and other wards would be fairly 
dealt by and the danger of "combines" or 
"rings" avoided, the formation of which 
the adoption of the present bylaw appears 
eminently to be suited for. I would 
therefor urge that the proposed bylaw be 
voted down by these having the real in- 
terests of the city at heart; else, perhaps, 
when it is too late, we will find ourselves 
bound to a system which ultimately will 
cause trouble and dissatisfaction.

The introduction of this bylaw 
at the present time is most un- 
fortunate, I mean while the amalga- 
mation of London West is now 
pending, and if barriers are not placed in 
the way may be considered 8.8 a fixed fact; 
while in the face of this bylaw the oppen- 
ents of amalgamation will make a handle 
of this four ward business to defeat the 
scheme of annexation, an 1 I year they will 
be successful, for others besides myself, 
believing in the unity of the city and village 
as of mutual advantage, cannot with any 
degree of consistency concede to practical 
disfranchisement, which would be the case 
should the four ward scheme be carried ami1 
the host of bylaws to be voted upon on 
2nd January. The grain may bo lost in the 
bushel of chaff,/ so parties should be ex- 
tremely cautions how they mark their bal- 
lots. This bylaw is not one that requires 
immediate consideration, and I think the 
council would do well to withdraw it at 
the present time and let the matter be well 
ventilated before it is too late.
