That Windsor Catholics Shall Support
Separate Schowols,

“1 stated emphatically that I would
have separate schools in ‘Windsor, and °
will have them,” said Bishop McEvay,
of London, to the News this morning.
“I have niot the slightest intention ol
receding one iota from the position I
have taken in this matter. Windsor
Catholics are no better than those of
other plaeces, and they must obey the
lasws of the church. All this talk about
sgpanate schools meaning an excessive
tax rate is monsense. If the Cath-
olics of Windsor will pay a reasonable
tax I'll undertake to make up any
deficit that may occur.
