The girls 
refused to recognize the sale, and threat­
ened their prospective master. The 
Brazilian then swore out a warrant tor 
Karoptkin, charging him with obtaining 
money by false pretenses.

A squad of police was found necessary 
to secure the Russian, who drew a re­
volver on the officers. The failure to 
secure an interpreter made It impossible 
to get evidence against the prisoner, and 
he was discharged.

During the trial before Magistrate Lloyd 
the mob gathered. Threats of lynching 
and of tar and feathers were made. The 
gypsies hastily packed up their belong­
ings and tied.
