Advertiser. 76tf Woodstock, April 25.—The Rev. Dr. 
J. F. Smith, of Comber, was today 
named as the new moderator of the 
Hamilton-London Presbytery.

At this morning’s session reference 
was made to the inadequate income of 
the ministers in view of the increased 
cost of living.

The sum of $4,543 was raised as an 
increase within the entire precincts of 
the court. This meant $19 for each 
of the 235 pastoral charges within the 
bounds of the synod. Notwithstanding 
this increase it was pointed out that 
16 cents less per family was being do- 
nated at the present time than dur- 
ing that of five years previous. This 
was considered unjust in view of the 
increased cost of living.

Mr. J. A. Ross declared that the 
ideal to be sought after by the church 
was a minimum of $1.200, with par- 
sonage. He urged the adoption of the 
weekly offering through the envelope 
system and that each presbytery en- 
deavor to devise ways and means 
through a committee of laymen for in- 
creasing their pastoral salaries.

According to the report of the Sab. 
bath schools department there are 381 
schools in the synod, of which the 
London Presbytery proved to be the 
banner one, as an increase of 285 was 
reported in its attendance. Bruce re- 
ports 247 of an increase, and the re- 
maining presbyteries report a loss in 
attendance at their schools. Speaking 
of the report. Rev. H. P. Wishart de- 
virility in the Presbyterian doctrine 
to hold the boy in the Sunday school 
clared that there ought to be enough 
after he was once enrolled.
