Little Lessons In Golf |

BY CHESTER G. HORTON, ||

Nationally Known Golf
Instructor.

The midiron is_ seévéral inches
shorter than the wobd ¢lubs and is
héavier, and fér that reason it .is
easiér to hit a ball with it than with
the longer clubs. That is one rea-
son why the player can resort to the
iron and drive better balls.

The midiron being shorter, it gets
to the top of the back swing and re-
turns to the ball more quic¢kly than

a wood club does. This fact does not
give the iron an advantage over the
wood, but it operates to the plaver's
advantage in one respect. Ii gives
him less time to commit his errors
of play, and the errors, thus, are l¢ss
disastrous than like errors with weced
clubs. Thit is, if the player is tim-
ing poorly with both woéd and iron,
let ug say that his timing with the
midiron will be only fifty per cent
4s bad as his timing with the dviver.
The true remedy lies in the correc-
tion of thé swing with both clubs,
whi¢h will be discussed tomorrow.
