
Maritime Harmer. Memorial.

To His Honor the Lieut. Governor and Mem- 
bers of the Executive Council of New 
Brunswick.

The memorial of the undersigned members 
of the Board of Agriculture of the Province 
of New Brunswick, sheweth :

In the 11th Sec. of an Act, intitled an Act 
in amendment of Chap. 23, Coo. Stat, of 
N. B., the following provision occurs :—

* It shall be the duty of the Governor in 
Council at such time and place as they shall 
appoint, either annually, biennially or trien- 
nially, at their option, to hold a Fair or Ex- 
hibition, open to competitors from any part 
of the Province of New Brunswick, ths Do­
minion of Canada, or from other countries, as 
the Governor in Council may decide, of ag­
riculture and horticulture, floral productions, 
domestic manufactures, also new and. im­
proved agricultural implements.”

Sec. 16, in an Act intitled an Act to fur­
ther amend Chap. 23 of the Con. Stat., 
reads ss follows:—

“The Bosrd shall hold Provincial Exhibi­
tions triennially, or oftener, as may be deem­
ed expedient, and the powers for that pur- 
poee, given in and by the eleventh eection of 
the said chapter, ere hereby vested in the 
Board."

By end under this authority, the ‘Board of 
Agriculture met et the Royal Hotel, October 
25th, 1882, and et thet session resolved to 
hold a Dominion end Centennial Exhibition, 
et St. John, in October, 1883, provided that 
the City of St. John and Portland, would 
contribute respectively $5,000 and $2,500, 
their own offer, to the funds of such Exhi­
bition. The Board also, by resolution st the 
same meeting, approved and confirmed the 
appointment of Sheriff Harding, Mayor 
Jones, Mr. Hall, Ald. Allan and John Magee, 
a committee to act and cooperate with the 
Board in the general managment and control 
of the Exhibition, and further resolved that 
the various committees already named by 
the citizens be asked to co-operate with the 
Board of Agriculture, in assisting to carry 
out the Exhibition of 1883. ( See pages 23 
and 24. Agricultural Report for 1882.)' 

Consistent with this action of the Board, 
the St. John City Council voted $5,000 for 
the Exhibition ; Portland refused to grant 
any amount, but, notwithstanding, the Board 
determined to proceed with holding the Ex­
hibition in St. John.

On the following day, Oct. 26th, the Board 
by resolution, authorised the Secretary to 
communicate to the Dominion end Local 
Governments, the resolutions of the previous 
dsy, referred to above, to ask them the 
amount they were willing to contribute to- 
wards the Exhibition, and also to make ap­
plication for drill shed, grounds, etc., for the 
purposes of the Exhibition.

At another meeting of the Board, held on 
Nov. 8th, 1882, at the Royal Hotel, St. 
John, the Board, by resolution, authorised 
the Building Committee to proceed with the 
erection of Exhibition Buildings.

At the annual meeting of the Board at 
Fredericton on Dec. 19th, 1882, the Secre­
tary read a communication from Sir Leonard 
Tilley, intimating the intention of the Domi­
nion Government to grant $10,000 towards 
the Exhibition, and also a communication 
from the Minuter of Militia, acceding to the 
Board’s application for the drill shed and 
grounds for the Exhibition.

At the session of the Board held on Dec. 
22nd, 1882, the following Resolution was 
passed :—

Whereas, it appears by the daily papers of 
St. John, that a misunderstanding exists be­
tween the citizens of St. John and this Board, 
in reference to the management of the pro- 
posed Exhibition of 1883 ; and

Whereas, this Board, at two meetings held 
in the Royal Hotel, in St. John, met and er- 
ferred with a committee of the citizens of St 
John in reference to the joint management of 
said Exhibition by thia Board and the citizens 
of St John, at both of which meetings this 
Board conceded to the Citizens Committee all 
that was asked of the Board by such Commit­
tee, by the acceptance of all persons and Com- 
mittees appointed by the citizens of St. John, 
as shown to the Board by their records, to 
assist in the management of the Exhibition, 
and with which concession the Committee 
expressed their entire satisfaction ; therefore

Resolved, That this Board is prepared to 
carry out in good faith the arrangements 
made with the citizens of St. John through 
their Committee, in endeavoring to make the 
contemplated Exhibition a credit not only to 
the City of St. John but to the Province gen­
erally.

The Board did not meet again till June let, 
in St. John, although several requests had 
been made to the President of the Board by 
its members for a meeting previous to that 
time, end it was only by requisition of the 
members, as prescribed by law, that the 
meeting in question was called, which waa 
tor the purpose of considering the prize list 
for the Exhibition, already printed and dis­
tributed under the authority of the Govern­
ment, without the knowledge or consent of 
the Board. This prize list, as referred to. 
was then token up by the Board, and impor­
tant revisions were made to meet the wishes 
of the agricultural community.

At another meeting of the Board, held in 
St. John June 21st, the members thereof 
having learned through the Preeident that 
the citizens of St. John had appointed 
one of their own number as Treasurer of 
Exhibition funds, the Board passed the fol­
lowing resolution :—

Whereas, The law relating to agriculture 
makes the Secretary of this Board, Treasurer 
of the Board; therefore

Resolved, That all monies granted for the 
Exhibition to be held in October next, in the 
City of St. John, and all gate receipts be 
placed in the Bank of New Brunswick to the 
credit of the Secretary, and that all accounts 
and expenses incurred in carrying on the Ex­
hibition, after having been approved by an 
Audit Committee to be hereafter appointed, 
and all prize money, etc., be drawn from 
said Bank by check of the Secretary of the 
Board of Agriculture.

This resolution placed the control of the 
Exhibition funds virtually in the hands ot 
the Local Government, or what waa the 
same, in the bands of their own officer, and 
provided for the appointment of a committee 
to audit and approve of the accounts, such 
committee to be appointed by the President, 
who was a member of the Government, for 
the purpose of protecting the Government 
in the expenditure of the funds of the Exhi­
bition.

The passage of the foregoing Resolution 
brought on what has been called the “ dead 
lock," and which resulted in the Local Gov­
ernment, under pressure of parties' in St. 
John, who had attempted from the first to 
control the Exhibition, appointing the Exhi­
bition Commission, thereby setting aside the 
Board in the management of the Exhibition, 
contrary to the Statutes of the Province.

This Commission consisted of thirty gen­
tlemen belonging to St. John and Portland, 
with the six members of the Board of Agri­
culture as individuals.

The Board of Agriculture having been 
notified of the first meeting of the Commis­
sion at St. John, on July 12th, attended that 
meeting, and at the outset, in reply to Mr. 
Anderson, the Chairman stated that the 
members of the Board were present simply 
as individuals, which statement was subse­
quently corroborated by the President of the 
Commission.

The members of the Board having thus 
been summarily dismissed from the manage­
ment and control of the Exhibition as a 
body, withdrew from the Commission after 
stating, individually, that they could not 
under the circumstances act with the Com­
mission until they had consulted with their 
constituencies.

The next step of the Board waa toplace in 
the Secretary's bande a requisition as pro­
vided by the statute, asking that a meeting 
of the Board be called for July 26th, at St. 
John, but the Secretary instead of proceeding

Your memorialists therefore, taking all 
these circumstances into consideration, feel 
that there is no other course open to them 
but to retire from the Exhibition Commis­
sion, while regretting that such action has 
become neccessary.

Spring Importations!An informal meeting of the members of 
the Provincial Board of Agriculture was 
held in thia city on Friday last, to discuss 
their position as regards the Exhibition Com- 

mission, and the result was, that, after thor­
oughly considering the treatment they had 

received from the Local Government, they 

concluded that there was no other course 
open to them but to retire from the Commis- 

sion, their reasons for which are set forth in 
a memorial to the Lieut.-Governor and Ex­

ecutive Council, published elsewhere.

We need not go into this matter particu­

larly here, further than to call the attention 
of our readers to the memorial. It starts out 
with a quotation from the Statutes of New 

Brunswick, showing that the Board was the 

only body authorized by law, to hoM an Ex­
hibition, and it recapitulates the various 
active steps taken by the Board in prepara­
tions for the event, until checkmated by the 

St. John people, who were able to secure the 

co-operation of the Government in grasping 

the entire control of the Exhibition.
While regretting with the Board that the 

Government, by its action, has rendered thia 

step necessary, we must admire the spirit 
that has actuated them in resenting the in­
sult to them and their class, conveyed by 
the Government's appointment of the Com­

mission, thus ignoring the law of the land, 

and setting at defiance the right the agricul­
turists and the Province has for a control in 
the management of the Exhibition.

That the Board has taken the only course 
open to it, every fair minded man must ad­

mit, and that the government by its treat­
ment of these gentlemen representing as they 

do the farmers of New Brunswick, has flung 

sn insult in the teeth of the great majority 
ot the people of New Brunswick will become 

more apparent when the day of reckoning ar- 

rives.

Subscriptions will be opened 
Sept. 15th end as soon as the stock reaches 
the sum of $200,000 work will be com­
menced on the lines.

The Chemical Review has collected statis­
tics in regard to brewing, by which it ap­
pears thet the consumption of malt liquors 
is increasing faster in America than any coun­
try in the world. New York, Pennsylvania 
and the States west of them produce the 
larger part of the beer made in the country. 
One might attribute thie fact to the presence 
of the German element, but statistics show 
that the German nation consumes less beer 
than the English.

“ We are," said Mr. Van Horne, manager 
of the Canada Pacific Railway, recently, " at 
this season of the year at the very height of 
our expenditure, and it is safe to say we ere 
spending $100,000 a day. We have about 
18,000 men employed in construction alone, 
and with our service hands I suppose the 
total number of employees will nearly amount 
to 26,000 in all, end we ere giving employ­
ment to ell laborers who are presenting 
themselves and are tit to work."

A pearl fishery which is raid to be of great 
promise has been opened up in the Gulf of 
California. Oue pearl, taken from the shell 
of an oyster in December last, is believed to 
be the largest yet found. It weighs 76 
carats, and was purchased by a jeweler for 
$14,000. Another of 47 carats has also been 
found. It is perfect in form and finely tint­
ed, end is valued at $5000. A third very 
beautiful pearl of 40 carats has been exhibit­
ed at Le Paz, where a bid of $3000 for it 
waa declined.

The great need of rain is univerrally felt. 
Not only in Maine, but throughout New Eng­
land, the earth ie perched and dry, fruit is 
prematurely dropping from the trees, pastures 
neve dried up, and the cry ie for rain. The 
drouth has now lasted some six weeks. In 
some localities late crops have been greatly 
injured, with a prospect of utter ruin if the 
rain witholds longer. Farmers have been 
compelled to take their cows from the dry 
and hard pastures, and feed them upon winter 
hav. In consequence of this, the price of 
milk in many places has been raised. Butter 
is a scarce commodity, and brings a high 
price.

It has always been supposed that the Royal 
George, which suddenly foundered at Spit- 
head just as she was getting ready for a 
cruise, careened over, but in a lecture on 
■* Naval History,” recently delivered at 
Greenwich by Mr. Laughton, be stated that 
after a careful perusal of all the documents 
relating to the catastrophe, he could come to 
no other conclusion than that the truth had 
been hushed up by the Government of the 
day, and that the Royal George in reality 
went down because she was rotten; that part 
of the bottom literally dropped out from the 
sudden strain caused by the immense weight 
in her hold, and that she simply filled and 
sank.

One of the register clerks at the recent 
Dominion Rifle Association Meeting at Ot­
tawa, was Sergt. Winters of Prescott. Over 
two years ago he left a situation in a Cana­
dian bank and went to England where he 
entered the 7th Fusilier Regt.; he served 
with the colors in Egypt during the late 
campaign, and was present at the battle of 
Tel-el-Kebir. While on service he was pro­
moted to the rank of sergeant. While in the 
hospital at Alexandria, where he wee con­
fined as the result of an attack of fever, he 
was visited by Lady Dufferin. He received 
an Egyptian medal and on his return to Eng­
land received the war medal with the Tel-el- 
Keber clasp. He afterward purchased hie 
discharge and returned to Canada.

Colonel Fosbery created a sensation at a 
lecture be recently gave to an assembly of 
officers, small-arm inventors, and other ex- 
ports, at the Roval United Service Institu- 
tion, bv suddenly drawing from its place of 
aiding under the table a wonderful new gun, 
which be bad just brought from Liege. Ile 
called it a “baby electric gun." It looked 
like a pretty carbine, but but it had no me­
chanism, and could not possibly go off until 
connected up to the source of electric force.

The farmers of New Brunswick, as the 
Government and its organ—the Telegraph- 
have already found out, are not the people to 
calmly submit to insult and neglect. They 
have read and fully understood how their 
interests have been disregarded in the Exhi­
bition arrangements, how their representa­
tives, the members of the Board of Agri­
culture have been kicked out of control of 
the Exhibition, and how they have been 
sneered at by the St. John clique, who are 
running the Exhibition and running up a 
deficit for the Legislature of the country to 
pay. They have weighed all these matters, 
and here is the result as confessed by the 
Telegraph itself, which, in its issue of Tues- 
day, rays —

€ From present indications every section of 
the Dominion, so far as the agricultural part 
is concerned, will be better represented than 
New Brunswick. It seems strange that 
with sixty agricultural societies located in 
different sections of the Province, receiving 
Government aid, only twelve of them should 
be represented at the Dominion Exhibition. 
A large amount of money, between $11,000 
and $12,000, is annually spent for the devel­
opment ef agriculture, and still when an op­
portunity offers to compare the products of 
New Brunswick with other provincee, only a 
corporal’s guard of the farmers of New Bruns- 
wick are willing to place their crops in com­
petition with those of the farmers of Nova 
Scotia, Prince Edward Island and the other 
Provinces."

What else could have been expected ? and 
while we regret that these statements are 
true, we do not wonder thereat. The prize 
list was constructed without a proper regard 
to agricultural interests, and without the 
approval of the representatives of these inter­
este, and when the Board of Agriculture 
attempted to curb the wild extravagance in 
Exhibition preparations, the Local Govern­
ment stepped into the breach, dismissed the 
Board and placed the entire control of the 
Exhibition in the hands of the St. John 
people. Only the other day a small grant 
was asked with which to construct a tem­
porary shed for the exhibit of agricultural 
implements, but the commission refused the 
request.

The injustice the Government’s action has 
done to the Province will be irreparable in 
this respect. We have boasted of our 
splendid agricultural facilities, and of our 
untenanted acres, fertile and only awaiting 
the tiller, but when the opportunity arrives 
to display proof of these assertions, the 
Government—the weak, vacillating, incap­
able Government of Mr. Blair, step in and 
destroy that opportunity.

Visitors to the Exhibition will be sur­
prised at the poor show of agricultural pro­
ducts made by New Brunswick, and they 
will carry away the impression that our 
country is incapable of making a better dis­
play, and the injury is apparent. At whose 
door should the blame be laid, but at that 
of the Local Government which has been 
cajoled into deliberately casting aside the 
farmers from and voice in the management 
of the Exhibition.

The Westmorland Contest.

Mr. A. E. Killam, with his carpet bag, 
.waa here last week, and it is presumed he 
took home with him instructions for the 
Westmorland election, in which he desires to 
be a candidate, and that his trip saved Mr. 
Blair the trouble and expense of a jaunt to 
Westmorland for the purpose. Besides Mr. 
Blair went over to Westmorland last winter, 
selected a ticket of his own, and tried, by his 
own peculiar persuasive powers, to palm them 
off on the Westmorland electors, but his 
“mission” failed. Now he says that he 
never expected success in that election, but 
now Mr. Killam is sure to win—we shall see.

The Globe attempts to draw Dominion 
party lines in the election, and calls on the 
people to not only elect a pronounced sup­
porter of the Local Government, but also a 
good staunch Liberal. The Times valiantly 
accepta the gage, and, while the Telegraph, 
foreseeing defeat for the Government candi- 
date, should the election be run on Domin­
ion issues, has the presumption to upbraid 
the Times for discussing election prospects 
on three grounds.

We have no sympathy with this attempt 
to drag in Dominion politics, but the Liberal 
party did it in St. John, and if they want it 
in Westmorland, they may be accommodated, 
and the result can be easily foreshadowed. 
However, the election should be conducted 
on purely local issues, and the candidate who 
opposes Mr. Killam, if the latter’s friends do 
not throw him overboard, should declare 
himself squarely opposed to the hypocritical 
course of the Blair Government. They have 
only been in power a few months, but on all 
hands they have made so many blunders, 
shown themselves so incapable of running 
the machinery of Government with any in­
telligence, and above all have exhibited so 
clearly the sham policy of reform with which 
they deceived the people, that there ought 
not to be much difficulty in an active and 
ntelligent Opposition candidate being pos- 
sessed of abundant material for conducting 
a successful campaign against any man the 
Blair party may choose to bring into the 
contest.

The Use and Abuse of the Press.

A few days ago, at the opening of the 
Montreel Superior Court, Judge Baby, in 
laying down the law of libel to the Grand 
Jury, made some wise remarks on thia sub- 
ject, which will bear reproduction. He 
said:—

All know perfectly well that newspapers 
are called upon to, and in fact do, play a 
great pert in the civilized world. They 
teach the people their obligations, and make 
known to them their rights; they enlighten 
them on the dangers they are apt to run; 
they form public opinion, direct it, repress 
abuses of all sorts, end indicate the remedy 
to be applied wherever a default appears 
either in the moral or political sphere. In a 
word, the influence of the press over society 
is immense. Everybody should therefore be 
happy to give his support to, and sustain, 
within the bound of bis means, the public 
prints which do not arrogate to themselves 
more rights than the law gives to individuals. 
But, on the other hand, if the press, instead 
of keeping within the circle of its legitimate 
attributes, ceases to give its attention to ques­
tions of a public nature, forgets its great mis­
sion, to attack, under the pretense that it is 
in the interests of the public, private indivi­
duals, seeks them out, tells to the multitude 
their faults, their weaknesses, uncovers and 
shows under false colors the inmost lives of 
individuals and the family, harbors and cir­
culates these wicked canards, these atrocious 
calumnies and slanders, thrown upon the 
streets most of the time by cowards and 
envious characters, and then carried about 
everywhere by idle people—then thia great 
benefactor, aa it is called, becomes, I say, an 
immense nuisance. It is the more danger­
ous as the libellous sayings, in our days, go 
to all lands where steam and electricity 
reach.

But some will say a retraction will repair 
the evil done, and heal up the wound made. 
I wish it were so. It is difficult, however, to 
adopt this way of thinking, and for my part I 
cannot admit it and neither can you, gentle­
men, I am sure. The retraction is most of 
the time worse in its disastrous effects than 
the article itself. It is stated at once that 
things are not aa they had been reported and 
excuses are tendered the party offended, but 
the wording is such—so as not to appear to 
have been badly informed—that the reader 
in good faith who had at first made due al­
lowance for some exaggeration in the report 
now comes to the conclusion thet after all 
there is something at the bottom of the story 
—and those who believe all that appears in 
print—and the number is considerable—and 
who may never see the so-called withdrawal of 
the charge, remain under the impression that 
the individual is guilty of what waa hid at 
bis door. It is well known that there is a 
certain class of readers who thirst for scand­
al, who delight in equivocal situations, who 
nourish themselves with unwholesome emo­
tions, who laugh at the misfortunes and sor­
rows of others, and enjoy the shame which 
all at once surrounds the hitherto fair name 
of a good citizen. Is it to satisfy the crav­
ings of the depraved that the law should be­
come a dead letter? No! The honor, peace 
end happiness of families must be protected, 
and it is the duty, the bounden duty, of all 
respectable members of society to see that 
the evil in question js eradicated as prompt- 
as possible. No doubt the proprietors of those 
papers which merit our regard feel this them- 
selves, and I am sure that, their attention be­
ing called to it, they will hereafter exercise 
great vigilance over what is inserted in their 
columns and see that inexperienced pens, 
guided very often by a very weak judgment, 
do not have the liberty of destroying at will 
the character and good reputation of indivi­
duals under the pretence that it is in the in­
terest of the public tn do 80.

They were not distributed however, but re­
mained in the Secretary’s Office, till the 
other day, Mr. John H. Reid took a number 
of them out with Exhibition premium lists to 
hand to those who might be interested in the 
Exhibition. Mr. Inches did not send them 
to Mr. Reid, Mr. Inches was in St. John 
when Mr. Reid got the books, and knew 
nothing of their distribution, so the Capi­
tals assertions are false from beginning to 
end, so far as they relate to Mr. Inches.

What the Capitals object could have been 
in publishing a elander of this kind, we do 
not know, but we are charitable enough to 
believe that the article waa inspired by Mr. 
John H. Reid, who, although be has been 
appointed on the Exhibition Commission, 
has been so snubbed, that he must have re­
venge on somebody, so he recited the story 
of his wrongs into the ear of the too credu­
lous Capital, which apparently exists on the 
silly sensations it manufactures.

No citizen, whether absent or present, is 
safe from having his name paraded in blazing 
letters on the street by the Capital people, 
and not until somebody teaches them a whole­
some lesson will the disreputable practice be 
discontinued.
