From the Cinelnmati Bnquirer,

1t may interest you to read sbout the
wonderful new costume which Mary An-
derson brought out s few nights ago as
Galatea, Talk of high art in stage dress-
ing, nothing in that way could exceed the
garment in question. It was designed by
¥rank Millett, and we are, 1 suppose, to
expect something remarkable when s man
artist turns costumer,
Miss Anderson and others who have sp-
peared as the statue turned to life, have
managed at least to be white like marble,
but never belore has cloth been made to
look so stony. Mr. Millet gets «ll the praise
but that is not right, for every woman
knows it is far easier to design the costume
which turng Mary into statuary than to
realize it in clot!
