They ought to be rooted out,
and. we believe the rcommissioners are
likely to  hereafter refuse them licences,
‘THere” dre six tavern and eeven grocery
licences of this kind in the ward, back of
Yonge and Queen streets, Once these low
groggeries are got rid of there will be a
great improvement in the ward and in
its people. We don’t believe the working-
men of the ward want all these liquor shops;
they would not be allowed in the other
more fashionable sections of the city set
apart for dwelling houses, and therefore
should not be foisted on thg poorer people
of 8t, John's ward,

S¢. John's ward is destined to be the most
valuable portion of the city. It in immedi-
ately north of the new centre of the city
that is forming sronnd Bay and York
streets and extending northward, What
will do mugh toward an eamly realization of
its true position in the city will be letting
in the light by more new streets, and
weeding ont the low groggeries,

The American government recently
reduced their tax on tobacco, and the
Cansdian authorities, in order to’ prevent
smuggling, had to follow suit, viz., frur$
%0 cents a pound to 12 cents, a reduction o
eight cente, The mew regulations ~went
into effcct yesterday, and with them came
a reduction in tha wholesale price equal to
about five cents on the pound. How much
the consumer will benefit thereby is not yet
known, though it is not likely that 'any
gain that he may enjoy will be in" fall
sympathy with the reduction in'the “tax,
Any tobacco in bond up to May 1st; and
for whieh bonds at 20 cents a pound were
given, can be tnken{",’faut on ‘the pay-
ment of the new rate of twelve cents.
In expectation of the reduction the manu-
facturers of tobacco and the wholesale men
let their stocks run low; now that the re
duction has taken place they expeect a brisk
trade both in its production and sale,

O July 1st the tax wiH likewise be re-
duced on cigars, The cigar makers think
they are entitled to the reduction in this
portion of the trade, and they ars organizing
to that end now. The cigar makers of sev-
