BeRLIN, June 15.—The semi-official an-
nouncement that Chancellor vort Caprivi will
accompany Emperor William on his visit to
the Czar converts the meeting of
the sovereigns from an exchange of
imperial _courtesies into a diplomatic
event.

erdinand, will send a Russian commissioner
to Sofia to offer the people as alternative can-
didates for the throne, the Duke of Leuch-
tenberg or Prince Karl, son of the King of
Sweden, The Duke of Leuchtenberg, having
married a Monten princess, has less
chance of acceptance by the Kuropean powers.
Prince Karl is sure of the Hnglish Govern-
ment’s mgport.

After the election of a prince, the Stam-
bouloff Ministry will be dissolved and re-

laced by a Stambouloff and Sekeff coalition.
