COLLISION IN MID-OCEAN,

The Cunarder Servia Ran Down and Sank
the A. McCallum.

QUEENSTOWN, June 14 < The Cunard
steamer. Servia, which arrived to-day, re-
ports that on June 7 she ran down the
American ship A. McCallam, from London,
April 28, for New Yori.

The McCallum was so. badly dam-
aged that she filled and sank a short time
after the accident. The Servia rescued 24 of
those on board. One man named Miles was
drowtied.

The second officar of the A. McCallum was
sound asleep in his berth when the bows of
the Servia shattered his cabin amd threw
shock overturned
@& lamp, which ignited the bedeclothes.

Wreckage blocked the door of the room,
and the water rose to his knees before he
managed to burst through a wooden parti-
tion, and got on deck just as the vessel -sank
and he was left struggling in the seéa attired
only in his shirt.

CHATHAM, Eng., June 14.—A dreadful ac-
cident occurred here to-day, by which several
persons lost their lives. A barge smashed
into a bpoatload of soldiers, three of whom
were crushed and drowned and several shock-
ingly meimed.

War Inevitable In Samons,

AUCKLAND, N.Z., June 14.—Advices re-
ceived from Samoa to-day aunounce that
Malieton, still refusing to compromise with
his rivals, has dirccted the Government
forces to advance and enforce Mataafa’s sub-
mission to him.. War is believed to be in-
evitable. Mataafa'is personally very popu-
lar and has numerous devoted adherents.

OPPOSED TO THE U.8. CONSUL.

Citizens of Sherbrooke, Quebec, Protest
Against the Selection of Lenthier,

SHERBROOKE, June 14.—When the people
of this place learned that Benjamin Lenthier,
a French-Canadian of Massachusetts, had
been appointed American consul in this city
to replace Col. Wood on October 1, a protest
was forwarded to Washington against his
appointment, one of the reasons being that a
French-Canadisn would not be acceptable to
Sherbrooke peopie because, though there are
nearby French parishes, Sherbrooke is the
central point of the eastern townships, settl-
ed almost exclusively by disbanded soldiers
from the old British army in Canada.

These people have always strenuously op-
posed French domination. Their protest,
however, was unheeded by the Washington
authorities, and instead of allowing Lenthier
to succeed Wood on October 1 the former
was instructed to proceed at once to Sher-
brooke,.&nd he reached here to-day, ready to
begin his duties. The incident has created a
great deal of ill-feeling between the Enghsh
auvd French here.

4 PROPOSAL T0 SUBMIT THE QUES- |
TION AGAIN TO THR PEOPLE.

Many Who Voted Against Horse Cars
Ready to Vote for KEleotrio Oars—A
Limited Service Suggested—No Street
Car Man to Be Compelled to Work on
Sunday.

The World, at the request of many-citi-
zens, again publishes a petition biank for
Tatepayers to sign, asking the Qity Council
to submit the question of Sundsy cars to the
people. Those who sign the petition ought
to be ratepayers and voters. Sign, if pos-
sible, in ink, write legibly, snd give street
lddreg Five thousand nsmes are meces-
sary, but ten thousand . would be
better. If the requisite names are sent
in at onoa the council will be
able to remit the question to the people early
in' July. - We shall publish a summary of the
signatures daily,

The idea most generally approved of in
connection with Sunday cars is to run a
limited service of say three lines:

1. From the Union Station to the C.P.R.
Station, North Toronto, and if possible, by
arrangement with the Metropolitan, to
Mount Pleasant Cemetery,

2. The Belt Line on King,. Spadina, Bloor
and Sherbourne,

3. From the Queen-street terminal at High
Park (Scholee’) to the new terminal in Queen-
street east (Balsam-avenue, some distauce
east of Lee-avenue), running over Queen-
street west from Scholes' to Yonge, down
Yonge to King, along King east to the Don
and thence on by Queen east to Balsam-
avenue, a distance of over seven miles,

Later on the Bathurst-street line could b(
run from Queen-street up so as to connect
with the Davenport-road line to Weston it
desired.

All these lines are electric lines and there-
fore free of horse labor.

They practically make evary part of the
city within five minutes of the cars.

Every man employed on Sunday cars to
have a day off in ths week as a set-off. No
employe to be compelled against his will to
work on Sunday.

Mr. Phelps Objects To Sir Richard Web-
star's Introduction ot Elliott’s Opin.

Paris, June 14.—Bir Richard Webster of
counsel for Great Britain to-day combatted
before the Behring Sen tribufial ~of “arbitra-
tion the American regulations for the seal
fisheries. He devoted particular attention
to the proposal made by the United States
to forbid pelagic sealing east of the meri

of 180 degrees. In the course of his argu t
bhe declared that seals were [
throughout Behring Sea from Alaska to Asia.
There was absolutely nothing to show that
these seals were not Russian. Nursing seals,
Sir Richard further said, did not leave the
land to obtain food, and consequently they
were never caught By pelagic hunters, At

this point Lord Hannen, one of the British;

arbitrators, interposed with the remark that
although the male seals were able to fast dur-
ing the breeding season, owing to ‘their
surplus fat, no evidence had been submitted
to the tribupal to prove that female seals
were able to live upon their surplus fat during
the nursing season. : '

8ir Richard then announced his intention
toread tothe court the report of the debate
in Congress in Wushington in regard to the
appointment of Mr. H. W. Elliott, who was
sent by the Government of the UU.S. to exam-
ine into the methods of seal catching and
other matters connected with the sealing in-
dustry at Pribyloff Island and Behring Sea.
'This report, Sir Richard added, he bhad just
teceived. James C. Carter of counsel for
the United States at once demurred to the
reading of the report. :

E. J. Phelps, also of American counsel,
said he would waive objection to the read-
ing providing that the Americans were also
privileged to troduce new evidence,
which he  he the reading of the re-
port to be, If, he contended, the value
of Mr, Elliott’s studies of seal -life
and the sealing industry was tobe judged by
the tribunal, letit be judged from evidence
to be submitted by both sides of the case,
After a short interval the arbitrators sur-
rounded Baron de Courcel, the president of
the tribunal, and conferred_together regard-
ing the reading of the report.

Mr. Phelps had arranged that the report
should not be read.
