TIn ‘our last issue we endeavored' to
give ‘our readers an idea of the wander-
iful adaptability of the soil of the Anna-
ipolis valley to agrioultural and horticul-
tural pursuits, and if possible to stir
up some enthusiasm in the minds of
our yeomanry in connection with their
vocation. We believe that we enjoy a
situation in this respeot superior to
nearly every other section of the Do-
minlon. A range of mountains on
either side forms an excellent shelter
from the winds, while the Annapolis
river for over fifty miles winds 1ts ser-
pentine course through the meadows
and rich marshes which line its banks,
Thus it will be observed are combined
the means of prosecuting two of the
most lucrative branches of agrioulture,
namely, the growing of fruit, and the
raising of stock. It may be said that
the hay crop on the marshes is unfail
ing although it varies from year to
year, whilst with good cultivation our
uplands in the centre and western end
of the valley can easily be made to out

three tons to the acre, and of an ex-|P

cellent quality. In the Eastern section
of the valley the marshes are even
more praductive than in the western,
while about midway between the two
basins where the central watershed
divides the streams flowing east from
those flowing west the absence of
marshes is in a great measure supplied
by rich and inexaustible meadow lands
which yield the most abundant sup-
plies of the finest quality of hay. Re-
cently the most laudable efforts have
been made by a few of our more enter-
prising yeomen io introduce thorough-
bred stock into this seotion of country,
—whieh efforts have been attended
with abundant success, Yet despite
these natural advantages both of soil,
climate and situation the efforts put
forth by the population are by no
means commensurate with the natural
ocapabililies of the country.

We fear that in some rqspects the
expensive habits of our neighbors over
in the adjoining Republic have played
their full part in retarding the devel-
opement of this section. With so
many natural advantages, we may
say almost forced upon them, many of
our farmers have pursued a retrograde
course, the result of which has been in
far too many cases the mortgaging of
4heir fine homestead farms to raise
means which should and might have
been realized from the products of the
soil. A very large amount of capital is
thus locked up in the soil, bearing only
saven per cent, which by natural right
should be appropriated to fostering our
young manufactories and developing
the latent resources of our country.
Graduallv, it may be,to all but the care.
ful observer, almost imperceptibly, this
condition of affairs is giving place toa
better and healthier order of things. In
obedience to a law of nature the indo-
lent and slothful must ever move back
and give place to the active and indus-
trious, The idle and indifferent far’
mer by degrees becomes more and more
involved in his circumstances, until the
Sheriff’s hammer, alas, too late, arouses
his dull senses to the faot that the fine
old farm has forever passed from his
ownership, and has become the proper
ty of the stranger, This introduction
of a new element. into our population
is highly beneficial to the interests of
the country. Coming, in very many
instances from rougher and more ster-
ile regions of country, they bring with
them habits of thrift and economy, the
exercise of which enabled them to ac-
cumulate in the old and barren home
sufficient means out of which to pur-
chase the larger and better farm. The
exercise of these habits in the new
home upon which nature has so much
more bountfully lavished her gifts, is
productive of the most beneficial re-
sults to the owner, and tends material-
ly te the prosperity of the country at
large. By means such as these our
country will become eventually im-
proved and enriched, but the process
is a tardy one, and by no means equal
to the natural advantages by which we
are surrounded. If we expect to keep
the old homesteads upon which our
fathers . wrought and toiled, and to-
wards the improvement of which so
much was done by them, an entire
change in our domestic economy and
habits of industry must be effected.

The sun shines upon no country more
richly endowed with natural advan-
tages than upon our favored valley.
Rich in every product of the soil that
pertains to temperate latitudes—favor-
ed beyond degree in her geographical
position—sheltered on. either side by
ranges of mountains; upon which are
luxurious growths of timber—blessed
with an intelligent, though sumewhat
extravagant, population—our country,
or thet portion of it which we described
in our article of the last issue, is des.
tined to become one of the most pro-
ductive and populous agricultural sec-
tions of the Dominion of Canada,

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BOSTON AND VICINITY.
FIRST IMPRESSJONS.

(No 2.)

I left 8t. John of the-21st.of June, the
morning after the fire on board the Steamer
“ New York,” bound for Boston. 'Before
that city was reached however in steaming
along the coast, after stopping an hour at
Portland, an obliging fellow-passenger
pointed out prominent places which we
passed, and which have already been
embalmed ih the history of the country.
Our affable friend would point his finger
and say, ‘¢ There is Portsmouth, the only
sea~port of the State of New Hampshire”
—it There is the Isle of Shoals, becoming
well known as a watering-place”—¢* There
is Cape Ann'’—¢ There is Marblehead''—
¢« Yonder is Nahant’—‘ Just behind that
jutting headland is the City of Lynn,’ &e.
As we entered the Bay, we were told the
names of the green islands that rise up on
the bosom of that sheet of water, on which
are descried all sorts ot sailing craft, the
white wings of which were swelled by the
moderate breeze that then rippled the sur-
face of the sea, Besides,there were several
small steamers passing through the waters
at various rates of speed; but all we saw
in motion around us was characteristic of
maritime activity and commercial enter-
rize,

At length, drawing nearer our destina-
tion, the outlines gbrominences and sur-
roundings of the t New England Me-
tropolis gradually assumed aspects of dis~
tinctness, A striking feature in the scene
before us was the gilded dome of the State
House, which stands on Beacon Hill, tow-
ering high above the thousands of buildings
that are around it, and in which the local
legislation of Massachusetts is done. Far
away to the right stands the lofty monu-
ment on Bunker's Hill, which is regarded
in the United States as the Thermopylea of
American bravery. Behind it are seen
East Boston, Charlestown, Cambridge and
Chelsea. Turning to the left is South
Boston, which is a fine appendage to the
city proper, and which in revolutionary
times was stgongly fortificd by the Conti-
nentals, AIMN saw before reaching the
wharf on which I landed was full of inter-
est to me. I was not unfamiliar with the
history of Boston. It was here that the
first resistance to Trans-atlantic taxation
was made, and here the inauguration of a
protracted struggle which culminated in
the birth of a mighty nation. Of course
there was a-throng of historical memories,
to say nothing of traditions, rushing upon
my mind as my foot first stepped upon
Massachusetts soil. T knew that I was
near the spot, where a cargo of tea, upon
which duties were levied by the British
Parliament, was daringly and defiantly
thrown into the harbor. I knew too, that I
was about to walk the streets that bad been
trodden by the early puritans, and by the
noblest specimens of patriots, who have
shed light upon the history of this western
continent. I could not land in Boston,
then, with interest as little awakened, and
with sensibilities as unmoved, as though T
had been landing upon the coast of Labra-
dor or on one of the Guano islands of the
Pacific. Either Athens or Rome would
scarcely be more interesting td me than
was Boston when I first stood upon one of
its wharves.

A stranger,on first traversing the streets
and thoroughfares of Boston,is struck with
the marveilous irregularity with which its
¢ highways and by-ways” were originally
laid out, He cannot comprehend why
some of the streets are so crooked and
others s0 narrow. As he rambles about he
finds himself in a labyrinth of cramped~up
lane-like alleys and devious streets and he
loses himself among the apparently tangled
mazes through which he is striving to
thread his way. But to a native Bostonian
every thing around him isapparently regu-
lar and proper. Some of them would re-
gard the widening of the narrowest street
as a desecration, and the straightening of
the most winding as a folly. Usage and
habit render many incongruous things right
and proper. -

But through the thoroughfares of Boston
there is a constant rush of apparently busy
people, hufrying to and fro. Through all
the principal streets, the ubiquitous omni-
bus is continually moving, and the horse-
railways from early dawn till midnight
afford the means of comfortable locomotion
to the people of the city. Superadded to
these, the time.honored hackney-coach is
still patronized by some of the old fogies
of the upper crust classes ; but the toiling
and mercantile masses prefer moving about
thecity in the street cars. In the business
parts of this great emporium of trade, one
can hardly reconcile what he sees with the
reiterated cries of ‘‘mercantile depression”
and ¢ hard times”. Washington street is
several miles in length, and, from end to
end, it is lined with warehouses, retail
shops, restaurants and drinking saloons.
Its side-walks are constantly crowded ,each
apparently intent upou some object, and
trade to a stranger appears to be lively and
generally satisfactory ; but there is a gen-
eral complaint of dull times.

The buildings along the principal busi-
ness streets, generally speaking, are capa-
cious, handsome, and bespeak unstinted
wealth on the part of those who erected
them. Although well acquainted with
New York something more than fifty years
ago, I had cever seen such structures for
business purposes as those which line the
streets of Boston to-day. T was not pre-
pared to see such magnificent and stately
warchouses as those which there attracted

macy in t‘n face of his many crimes for &
great number of years jinless be had been.
A religious idea aloné could not have led
to'such submission where there must have
been and was so much unhappiness. A
more disgusting life than this cannot be
well imagined. In & civilised country,
surrounded by enlightened idcas, he set up
a system which may be truthfully designa-
ted as one of wholesale licentiousness an-
der the cover of religion. Women were
degraded and made almost alaves and
worse ; men embraced the ¢ religion’’ be-
cause of the scope it would give to their
passions. Brigham Young was clever
enough to understand to the full the na-
ture and effect of the system which he or-
ganized and carried out. He introduced
polygamy ,or at least the SBmiths’ represen«
tatives of the original founder of the sect,
said it had no place in the system until put
in by him. To perpetuate his authority he

dered the most atroci i to be
committed. Men and women were inhu-
manly butehered, There was no respect
for age or sex. No atrocity was too great,
80 long as it was possible, when the con-
tinuance of his power was threatened. He
ruled very many of his own people by
sheer terror, they being in deadly fear for
their lives at the hands of his ¢ destroying
angels,” if they disobeyed orders, or at-
tempted to escape, It will be a lasting
disgrace to the United States that, having
the power as they had, they did not take
adequate means to ensure the punishment
of his great crimes, not on others, but on
himself, The dereliction of duty in the
administration of justice, which is in many
ways characteristic of the United States is
one of the gravest blots on American na-
tional honor. The Mormons will not be
able to supply the place of their late high
priest.. No otherleader will be able to
maintain them in the contest with the
United States. Even Brigham Young was
tailing of late, and there is now an admin-
istration at Washington which may reason-
ably be expected to show much more - vi-
gor in dealing with such matters than has
ever vet been displayed. Mormondom
may stick together for a while longer if it
emigrates to Northern Mexico, but if it re~
maing in Utah it is almost certain that it
will soon go to pieces.

THE COMING GREAT FAMINE IN

uring w
ing the Presidency of Madras. The famine
of this year, w! the Government is at
present fighting to the extent of its resour-
oes, 18 to be succeaded by another due to
the failure of the rains of the Southwest
Monsoon,which will continue over another
year and which will inflict with double
rigor a people already weakened by past
suffering. It is reported that even during
the p t famine more people have been
found dead in Madras in one morning than
died during the whole of the Bengal fa—
mioe, and it is asserted that move than balf
a million of inhabitants have already suc-

cumbed.

The difficulties of the situation are in-
creaged by the lack of means of inter-com-
munication. There are very few railways,
and'most of the grain is taken into the in-
terior by bullock carts. But there is no
food for the animals any more than there
is for man, so that practically there is no
way of carrying relief into the distressed
districts.

It will be seen that in . this case eight
portable and cheap field railways will be of
great utility, There is no fear of s.arcity
of grain provided money be obtained to
buy it,and means of transportation suitable
for .the purpose be at hand. The funds
are already being raised by appeals to the
charitable in England, and to inventors
and manufactures the world looks for the
necessary railways or other modes of carri-
age. It has been proposed that men be
nsed for traction purposes on - these roads
instead of bullocks six men being estimat—
ed equal to one brute. It is bardly neces-
sary to add that the cheapness of the sys-
tem prpposed will be an important consi-
deration, as the routes will probably be
both long and numerous.—Scientific Ameri-
can.

LIFE IN BRAZIL.

The Journal of Commerce of Rio Jane-
iro contains the following distressing in-
cidends

Some men who came from "the interior
pressed by hunger and thirst, in conse-
quence of the horrid drought, arrived at
nightfall at a large estate where they ex-
pected that their necessities would be re-
lieved. They applied to the owner, and
informed him of their desperate - position,
imploring permission to take a few ears of
maize, but the proprietor refused them the
least assistance, and fearing that the un-
fortunate men, dying of hungerand thirst,
might rob anything from his farm he call-
ed three of his slaves and ordered them to
post themselves on the farm and to fire
upon any object that might appear.

After the slaves had gone the proprietor
of the estate fearing that they might be
bribed, ordered one of his sons to go and
see if the orders were carried out, The
t that the slaves saw the youth they

to the whereabouts of federates in
crime. Such was the general plan of act-
ing observed by this extraordinary woman.
But this was rather a slow process, and at
times it was necessary to' fall at once on
the wrong doer. On one occasion, for in-
stance, the police received information
that there was a gang of false money ma~
kers in a certain street, but notwithstand-
ing every effort they were unable to ascer-
tain in which house the coiners worked.
The services of the female detective were
therefore called for,and she was dispatched
to the street to see what could be done.
Feigning violent illness, she persuaded a
child who issued from one of the suspected
houses to take her in-doors for a moment.
The sudden entrance thus enabled the de-
tective to hear the metallic sounds pro-
ceeding from the coiners’ worksbop before
the latter was aware that any stranger was
in the honge. But they soon discovered
their danger, and the chief ot the gang in
his fury hurled a ladleful of molten lead at
ber head. Fortunately the poke bonnet
that she wore saved her life ; the burna re-
ceived vere not fatal though they destroy-
her hdir and its roots. The police arrived
in time, on hearing the alarm, to arrest
eighteen coiners. After this she disguised
herself as aboy, and penetrated many a
thieves’ den. On one occasion she was
discovered, and struck down with a blow
which fractured her skull before the police
arrived to her aid. Death has at last sub-
dued this turbulent spirit, and London
theives need no longer fear the visit of the
female detective.

WHAT A MAN CAN STAND,

An accident recently occurred in Hun-
derton County, a railroad employe being
thrown from a train by a sudden jerk with
great force, his right shoulder striking the
iron rail, his body and limbs partly on the
same,and between the wheels, one car
passing over the nnfortunate man’s body,
the next car.resting upon his stomach.
Under this tremendous weight (six tons)
he suffered several minutes, until his fel-
low-workman by a united effort, lifted the
car from his body, His face when the car
was removed was perfectly black and vi-
sion entirely gone. His injuries were sup-
posed to be fatgl, consisting of a fracture
of the thigh-bone, a dislocation of thesame
at the hip-joint, making the limb, by mea-
surement one anda half-inches longer than
the other ; also a fracture of the collar-bone
in two different places ; the ribs where the
wheels rested upon the breast broken, five
in numbers, and pressingupon the heart
and lungs ; a flesh wound several inches
deep in the right thigh, and the eyes part-
ly protuding from their sockets. . The doc-
tor immediately set the fractured bones and

Few have been the years since the ¢/ great
fire” reduced several of the finest blocks
of buildings in Boston to ashes. The de-
struction of property in that disastrous
conflagration was estimated by hundreds of|
millions of dollars ; and on reaching Boston
I naturally turned to the ‘¢ burnt district”
as an object of interest. The burnt disirict
however, was a thing of the past. The
ashes, cinders and charred timbers were
not to be seen ; but rows of the most su-
perb business buildings in the world. It
is probable that there is nothing to surpass
them in the great cities of Europe. The
structurcs under present consideration are
mostly built of grani marble. If
brick is used as material in . some cases,
they are trimmed with freestone or marble.
For the most part, these new building are
five or six stories high, and are charater—
ized by fine architectural proportions, and
exquisite taste in finish and ornamenta-
tion. Only three days before gasing on
these stately and elegant structures, I had
seen the city of St. John all ablage, and its
whole business area destroyed by fire ; and
then thought that its prosperity was per.
manently marred. I had indulged in
gloomy forebodings respecting the future
of Bt. John ; but when I saw the bumt
district of Boston covered with the finest
buildings in the world, I had hope for Bt.
John even in the day of her calamity.

A GROWING TROUBLE.

It looks very much as if the United
States will have a war with Mexico in hand
before many months. Troubles have been
existing for a long time andeare growing
every day. Raids from Mexico upon the
Texan frontier have been incessant, and
the Texans are now worked up to such a
point of indignation that they may take the
settlement of the matter into their own
hands if the Federal Government does not
adopt prompt measures toward forcing
Mexico to repress the brigandage rampart.
The Mexican Government, it wouldappear
from recent correspondence and the latest
mails, seems to be possessed of the belief
that the American Government is in no
condition to insist upon the rights of Ame-
rican Citizens or to maintain the honor
of the United States. In fact, it would ap-
pear that the Mexican attitude bas been
one of insolvence and disrespect of a char-
acter as gross as it is easy to imagine.
The disordered condition of Mexico, and
the slight responsibility attaching person-
ally to the men, tor the time being,in con-
trol of power, may account for this, but it
in no way relieves the Texan people from
the conseq of the i t opera-
tions of marauders upon the frontiers.
There may be some independent work to-
ward a forcible repression undertaken be-
fore long by the people who are most suf-
fering, and then the Washington Govern-
ment will be forced into action, willingly
or unwillingly.— MoAtreal Star.

THE ENGLISH APPLE CROMF*

The early apple crop of England will be
but a small per centage of an average one,
whilst the later yield—or winter apples—
will not be more than half an average
crop, and of poor quality and small at that.
Apples are, therefore, likely to be wanted
in England this season, Choice kinds are
alveady bringing from 218 to 23s per bar-
rel, - The best Canadian apples, for the
British trade, are the Baldwins, Russets,
Spitzenburghs and Newtons, all winter
apples. None of the early sorts, be they
ever so fine, should be risked across the
Atlantic. From present appearances it
looks as though apples will be scarcer and
dearer in the English market later on in
the fall. Large sums were lost last season
in shipping apples from Montreal to Liver-
erpool, but this was more the result of bad
judgment on the partof shippers in for-
warding the early kinds, which partly de-
cayed going over, and by the time they
were offered on the market has become
unsaleable.” Thousands of ‘barrels ';m
similarlysacrificed. We would therefore
advise :r consignors of apples fo avoid
the repetition of this mistake, however
much they may be tempted to do so by the
G ety the cholcads prisstionn of wis.
