el togother, it was, that the clory af God o shone
rountd about  these shephenls who were keepang
theirlonely watelr on the pleids of Judea, and the
angel announeed the gl tiiogs of wreat juy which
shauld hie to all people, o that the Saviour of man-
Kind was born. This «lad tidings of gveat, joy had
reached even to the Ojibway fndians and they met
together to conmnetnorate the Saviewr's hivth and to
hear the glad tidings of the gospel of salvation, To
them the oflers of salvation w e Lield out for their
aeseptanes, th s sailvation which Christ the Lond
eame into the world to procurs for them,  The In-
diuns listened devontly while the Incarnation was
explained to them, and aft v singing the Christmas
hymn again the seevice cubed with benediction.

The missionary noticed with surprise the absence
of the chief aud his familv. 1t was singular, con-
sidering the fuct that hie instigated the serviee, that
he should beabsent.  He came around about half
an hour after the service was over enquiring why
the bell had not rung. he was $old-that the bell had
heen rung twice some time befoe and the service
was over. | was at home suid;hijiitcning for the
last two or three hours for the Bell but did not hear
it. He was sorry, but the bell is not much larger
thana cow hell and the wind was probably in the
wrong direction.  He went away promising tocome
in the morning for sure.

There was a very huge attendance on Christias
morning, the sermon was a continuation of last
night's thoughts on the Incarnation,

The usual Indiun feast came off in the evening,
preparations commencing in the afternoon. At six
the feast commenced, everything was essentially lu-
dian, there were hread cakes of all sizes, pork pota-
toes and fish but no game this year. 1 suppose
partridges and hares ave sesyee.  The Indians sa
down aceording toage.  The elder ones occupying
first place sitting down zs their names were called
out by the master of the feast.  When those were
finished they commenced entertaining the rest with
music, The young men got out theiv music ook,
an old valume of chureh music, and ~ang in parts
some Indinn ymus to tiv old tunes such az Antioch
West and Wareham,  Oae hynm espoeially was
well renderad, 1 furzet the name of the tune. After
all the Indians had caten and were  filled, Spreech
making commenced, the ehic! making a very good
one exhorting his people to crnestuess in religion
and consistency in life and conduct.  The mission-
ary followed with a few remarhs suitable te the oc-
cusion, seconding the speech from the chief.

Evervthing went o’ w2l The people alPshook
hauds with the missionary and his wife anivetired
The Christmas tree at Shequinndah was a grand

suveess this vear,  Nome presents were sent lnst full
by the €0 WO M, A of Toronto for the children
of this mission, dolls, neckluees, trimpets, knives,
marbles, articles of elothing ete, were all hung o
the tree .\ number of sumall candles that  lighted
the tree formed a cliuef feature aml guve grent plen-
<. Auytimg i the shape of an ilhamination
seems partieularly gratifyving to the Induua mind. |
uutieed this m connection with the Chimese lnnterus,
The tree looked very pretty indeed.  Santa Cluny
caused great amusement, with his white beard and
ludir and dimintive tignee,  He give away the pre-
sents toall as they were tuken from the tree,  One
little boy was afraid of him and caused much merri-
ment by approaching very near and then quickly
drawing baek before taking his present. After a
while he mustered up cournge suticient to take his
toy gun from the hand of the mysterious person in
the white beard.  Among the toys were sote kaleid-
seapes which seemed to amuse the people very much
1 do uot thiuk they had ever seen anvthing of the
kind before.  The articles of clothing were very
uceeptable to the poor children und if the ladies of
Toronto could see how useful their gifts are it wounld
rejoice their hearts.

There is an Indian settlement at Sucker Creek,
service and Sunday school is held there every two
werks,  As the childven had had no Sunday school
Christinas tree before, part of the gifts were reserv-
ed to furnish a tree for them.  Accordingly the
Missionawy made  his  way  over thae  to pre-
pate the tree in the house or mther shanty  were
service and Sunday school is generally held. A
very nice tree was found in the bush near at land
autd the hoys drew it over on the hand sleighs, It
1t was erected in the highest part of the shanty and
decorated with gifts.  The Indians supplied some
paper tlowers that all adided to its nttractiveness and
the candles were tied in their places with wire tak-
en froman old broom.  The children collected in
the early part of the afternoon before it way dark
enough to lizht the candles and they were very im-
patient to begin.  Their mouths wattered for the
toysand candies. However we sang hymmns until
the time arrived to light the tree. It looked wearly
as well us that at Sheguniandah.  The gifts were dis-
tributed so that each child received something, and
each one a bag of candier.  The toy guus seetned to
be popularwith the boys and the dolls with the
wirls. Altogether it was a pleasant affair.
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The sigms are inereasing that amng the Jews of
Continental Europe there is a movement towards
Christianity.  The latest indication of this kind is
the appearance of a new political and  literury
paper in Vienua, published in - Hebrew, and  called
Hu ol (The Voice), winch takes adecidedly fhend-
Iy position toward Christianity in this buruing
question.
