From the letter of the Seeretary, who
seems to have made a tour through the
Mission stations, we learn that a youth
can be boarded and taught for 2s. per
week,which is equal to 2s. 6d. currency,
or iwenty-six dollars a-year, hardly
any of our Sabbath Scheols but esuld
educate one scholar, and many of our
schools could do more; but suppose
the schools in Canada, making allow-
ance for other calls, weuld take but
one scholar each, while it would be but
a small outlay, yet, who can calculate
the amount of good, in the number hav-
ing their minds stored with the truths of
God’s word, and thus qualified to take
their place in the world. We would be
happy to take charge of such contribu-

tionsand forward them to the Committee.
