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teries. Tho objeot of tho practice was to
agcerlain how miany rounds could bo fired in
seven minutes by each half-battery at each
of the four different rapgos, and wi[h what
results. ‘Lho following statement gives tho
numbors of the sholls discharged at each of
tho four ranges, the time of firing Leing in
each caso seven minutes:

It will be seen thus that twenty four rounds
were got offat range No. 1; No 2, twenty-
three rounds, atrange No. 3, Lhirty rouuds ;
and at range No. 4, twenty three rounds,
each series occupying seven munutes.
Neither in the practice at this target nor in
that of No. 1 did apy of tho shells have a
lateral deviation of more than 10ft,; in
fact, only four shells deviated at all.

1o the afternoon the Royal Artillery camo
into action with two of their 16-pounder
guaos, on the top of Halstock Hill, tho object
being to nacertnin the effect of common
powder and common water shells on a
house ereccted on tbe open at the foot of
Miil Tor. It was constructed of grani‘e, the
front wall being 20ft. din thick, and the
rear wall 1ft. ¥in. ‘The roof was formed of
acouple of 6it. square targets covered with
turf, and two dummies wero placed inside.
‘The rango was 2000 yards, and it was ar:
ranged that tho house should be inspected
after tho first effective round, Water and
powder shells were fired alternately, until at
the 12th round tho shell struck the house at
the right hand corner, clearing it away and
soverly hitting a dummy inside which was
placed at one of the boles representing
windows. Another dummy placed at the
other window had his head cut off by u
piece of shell which grazed about twelve
yards in front of the bouse, tho fragment
afterwards penetraling tho roof. After the
damsgo to the house had been repaired the
guns ugain got into action, this time with
common shells (powder) only. At the
ninth round the shell entered one of the
windows and burst inside the houee, knock-
ing down the rear wall and clearing off part
of tho roof, in which there were several trace
tures.

This councluded the experiments for the
day, which bad been witnessed by a large
number of spectators.

‘The practice on Wednesday was carried
out by the ficld battery, which took up a
position with their 16-pounders on thendge
between tho tors and Black Down, The
cnemy consisied of a regiment ot cavalry in
quarter distance column, and the object in
view #a38 to ascertain tho etlect of artillery
fire with shrapnel ghell and time fuzes
against 3 column of cavalry 2000 yards.
There wero thirty-six rounds of indepen:
dent firing, and tho resultwas very satisfac
tory.

A division of two guns then took up o
position upon Black Down, the committeo
remaining in the valloy. One gun wasa

muzzleloader and the other a broechloader,
and the guns wero drawn up ou the reverso
slopo in sauch a manner that the gunners
could only just sight their guns into the val-
loy, tho object being to nscertain which gun
would exposo its guuners most when eo
placed. ‘The battery thon reformed, to test
the various methods of checking the recoil,
tho guns being placed at the top of a steep
slope. Tho brealk was found to answor
well ; but the drag:shoc placed under the
gun wheel was found to be moro effectual,
tho gun recoiling only from threo to four
feat upon thoslope.

I'ho buttery,changing ground,took up a po*
sition a¢ the bottom of tho valley,the enewmy
bewng represented by a single lino of dum-
mies numbering 100, placed ono pace apart,
with supports 300 yards in their rear, con-
sisting of a singlo row of dummies 150
strong, ono paco apart, and the reserve in
the sume order and number ags the supports.
The range was 1000 yurds, and the time
fuze shrapnol sholl was fired. Four minu
tes were aliowed, each gun firing indepen
dently, and ceasing when the trumpet
sounded. The number of rounds: fired was
thirty five, and seventy-one of the 100 dum
mies wero disabled. The battery now
closed to 600 yards ; the ~enemy was roin-
forced by fifty men from the supports, and
twvo minutes’ firing was sallowed, with six
gunners per gun, the remainder of the de
tachment being supposed to be disabled.
The twenly -three rounds of time fuze shrap-
neol shell were fired,and ninetyeight dumnues
disabled. Tho battery again limbered up,
and closed upon the column, this time with
only four guoners per gun; range, 100
yards; time two minutes. ‘I'wentysix
rounds of timse fuzeshrapnel were fired, and
127 dummies were disabled. Tho battery
again ndvanced, passing through the front
linoof tho enemy, swhich was supposed to
havo been altogether disabled, and proceed
ing to within 200 yards of the snpports.
Une minuto per gun and three men per gun
wero allowed. Two rounds of case shot
wero fired, and seventy-one dummies ont
of 150 in the supporting line were hit. The
battery now advanced to a rango of [00
yards and did a minute’s firing with three
men pergun, Thoy fired twenty five rounds
of case shiot 2ud shrapnel shell without fuze
or plug, the shell being put in the gun
pomnt first. This acted quite as well as
case, the flamo of tho gun causing the shell
to break up with terrible eflect. 113 out of
850 dummies were disabled,

Anccdote of Sir Charles Xapier.

Sir Charles Napier was one of the bravest,
one ot tho most popular, and one of the
most successful otficers in the British ser-
vice. A story of his lite, if it could bo told
in the whole as ho and his wifo and most
intimato friends tellit in parts, would be
one of tho most interesting -things ever
, published. s career in Indis, for true

bravery and well merited success, 18 al-
‘ most without a parallel. Hoit was who
| enunciated as bistonximin mihtary matters,
never to givo way before barbarians what-
over might bo the disparity of numbers ;
and he nover did. lis soldiers knew that
ho would never give way ; they believed in
bim ; bo inspired them with thet confidenco
and, as & result, going in determined to win

or dio, they always won, though often ar-
' rayed against more than ten-fold their own
number. At Mceeaneo Sir Charles over
camo thirty-five thousand Belooches with
two thousand men of his own.

‘The following anccdote of adventure,
" which happily illustrates the wonderful

norve and coolness of this distinguished offi.
cer; both Sir Charles and his wifo were
foud of rolating, llis wife was o loving and
lovable womun, kind and gentlo ; and i
overy way worthy of her tllustrated hus.
band. ‘The incident happened in India ,

Sir Cbarles and lady Napier wero ridding
oue ovening unattended, on the-Mahnblesh
Hills. The sun had just set, the pathway
was narrow, bordered on ano side by jungle,
and on the other by n deep precipice. Iy
oud by, turning to his wife rather suddenly,
but yet quitely, ho desired her to ride on at
full speed to the nearest village and send
some peoplo back to the spot she had left
him, nnd he furthermore bade hor not to nsk
him thoreason why hosenther. Stiooheyed
in silence—wonderful quality for a woman-
but thoun she knew her husband. Yot 1
was no slight trial of her courage as well as
sot of her obedience, for the way was lonely
and besot with many perils ; but she rode
boldly and rapidly forward, and gained the
vnl'l‘ngo a fow milesdistant in safety.

The party whom sho then dispatched and
accompanied mot Sir Chnrles, however,
about a mile from the place, following in
his ladies track; and ho then explained
tho reason of his strangoe and unquestion-
able demand.

He had seen, as they slowly walked their
horses, lirst & pair of fiery eyes gleam at
them from the jungle, and then the head of
a full grown tiger. 1fo was sure, if they
both rode on, that the terrible beast, follow-
ing the ivstinct ol its nature, would give
chase ; and he feared, if Lady Nuapier knew
the dieadful peril at band, that she might
be so startled as to be unable to make an
effort 1o escape; or, at least, that she would
not consent to his own judicious plun, and
leave him alono with the danger. So Lo
tested her obedience, as we have seen, suc
cessfully. He remeined himself, with only
Lis holster pistols, confronting and control-
ling the monster with the steady, unflincn-
ing glunce of his cagle eye, und after a
short gaze, and a muttering growl, the
tiger turned back 1into the juagle, leaving
him freo to follow his wife,
