The crew alw perished,
with the exceptivn of the Captain and mate whe got en hoard the
steainer.

The M‘Leod affair had caused some excitrment in Britain.

The breach between the majority of the General Assembiy and
the Courts of Law was, by the latest accounts, becoming wider, and
many of the members of the Church of Scotland were petitioning
for the abolition of patronace.

General Harrison has been installed President of the United
States for the next four years. He pledg < hiwself, as his prede-
cessor did, to maintain Slavery and oppose Abolitietists.

The Amistad Negroes are at last free!  And the long coufine-
ment, frequent trials, and grievous pemecution which they suffered,
have done more to awaken just and generous sentiments with
rezard to slavery and the sJave trade, in the minds of the American
people than any event which bus ever happened.

Some of the United States are gravely debating,
will keep faith with their creditors or not; and some of them have
no apparent means wherewith to meet the interest of their debts.
These debts were chicfly contracted for intsrnal improvenents.

The New England States, New York, and perhaps some other
States, are in a lourishing conditivn with respect not anly to their
general finances, but what is of more consequence, with respect to
their school fuyds, which are large aud productive.

The Mormon War has cost the State of Missouri about $150,-
000! This is the amount in dollars and cents.  The extent of the
quffering which this ferocious outraze bas indicted upun the
defenceless Mormaonites, is incalealable.  The effect of it has been
to create mueh public <ympathy in their behalf, and their numbery
and wealth have greatly increased since the persecution.— Philad:l-
