There is no shin-
ping denand, and the traie is confined chielly
to jobbing lots of choies qnaliles for local
reqimemeits -these bringing 15e Io 1Î5.e in
tubs or crocks. Inlterior to ordinary qialities
of butter are dlili at tOc to 13c, Bacon is quiet
and prices easy; tie onlly sales made are for
small lots; stocks are large, and prices in
Cliigo are declining so mucil tlat tills mllarket
is diemoralized. Long clear sells ait 0e to 91c
per lb, andi clnmberland cut et 8ýc to 9c. /anns
quiet and easy ; snokeil and canvassed sell at
13 l te 14c, and pickled at 12e to 121c.

$17.50 to 18. Beefis quoted unchanged at $16
to 17e.

Chieese is firm ; there is a moderate demland and
choice sells at Il c.

Beans ucalinged, with salas of
small lots at $1.60 to $1.75 per blushel. 'otlatoes
are steady ; bags range froi 756 to $1 .00, and
barrel lots at $15) to $1.75. .les steady
winîdfalls rule at $2 to $2.50, but goi wvinter
fruit is quoted at $3 te $3.50.
