The
tparent existed before ‘“the state” and
“the:state” issolely the result of parent-
age; and “the siate” must cease to exist
if parentage ever ceases; therefore, the
“primary right” “to farnish education”
must be in the cause of the siate, the
parent. The position of Dr. Abbott is
not in conformity with the nature of
things. But the state should aid the
parent, and as the state is created by
parents and children, for self protection
—but only in the interest of the parent
—the aggregate common sense through
legislation should compel certain regula-
tions not incompatable with the natural
and inalienable rights of the parent.
Bat “the state” can exercise no parenta]
right unless the parent either cannot
or will not exercise that right.

(2) Hegivesno “right” to the parent,
and no “right” to “the church” unless
“the state fails.” He gives “the right®
to the atate to coerce both the parent
and the church. He ignores the fact
that . the interests of the soul are _as
great as the interests of the body, and
that God is at least as near and ag
sacred to man as “the state” is, He

That is the
way you would think, and you would be
right, and T llave not the slightest douby
Yyou would act accordingly. Well apply
that reasoning to the education
of your children.

their souls. You are obliged to preserve
their temporal existence,- but you are
still more obliged to preserve their
spiritual exigtence. .
