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(3) If the ship, at the time when the International Air Pollution Prevention
Certificate expires, is nlot ini a port of the State whose flag it is entitled
to fly or in which it is to be surveyed, the Administration may extend
the certificate for a period of no more than 5 months. Such extension
shall be granted only for the purpose of allowing the ship to complete
its voyage to the State whose flag it is entitled to fly or ini which it is to
lbe surveyed, and then only ini cases where it appears proper and
reasonable to do so. After anrival in the State whose flag it is entitled to
fly or in which it is to be surveyed, the ship shal nlot be entitled by
virtue of such extension to leave the port or State without having
obtained a new International Air Pollution Prevention Certificate.

(4) An International Air Pollution Prevention Certificate shail cease te be
valid in any of the following circunistances:

(a) if the inspections and surveys are not carried out within the
periods specifled under regulation 5 of this Annex;
