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The Order being read for the second reading of Bill No. 8, An Act to amend
the Trade Mark and Design Act;

Mr. Rinfret moved,—That the said Bill be now read the second time.

After Debate thereon, the question being put on the said motion; it was
agreed to. :

The said Bill was accordingly read the second time, considered in Com-
mittee of the Whole, and progress having been made and reported, the Com-
mittee obtained leave to consider it again at the next sitting of the House.

The Bill No. 9, An Act to authorize an extension of time for the completion
of The Saint John and Quebec Railway between Centreville, in the county of
Carleton, and Andover, in the county of Victoria, N.B., was read the second
time, considered in Committee of the Whole, and progress having been made
and reported, the Committee obtained leave to consider it again at the next
sitting of the House.

The Bill No. 10, An Act to amend the Experimental Farms Stations Act,
was read the second time, and referred to the Select Standing Committee on
Agriculture and Colonization.

The Bill No. 11, An Act to amend the Seeds Act, was read the second time,
and referred to the Select Standing Committee on Agriculture and Colonization.

The Bill No. 12, An Act to amend the Dairy Industry Act, was read the
second time, and referred to the Select Standing Committee on Agriculture and
Colonization.

The Bill No. 13, An Act respecting The Royal Military College of Canada,
was read the second time, considered in Committee of the Whole, and progress
having been made and reported, the Committee obtained leave to consider it
again at the next sitting of the House.

The Bill No. 20, An Act to amend the Railway Belt Water Act, was read
the second time, considered in Committee of the Whole, reported without
amendment, read the third time and passed.

The Bill No. 21, An Act to amend the Gold and Silver Marking Act, was
read the second time, considered in Committee of the Whole, and progress having
been made and reported, the Committee obtained leave to consider it again at
the next sitting of the House.

The House went into Committee of the Whole to consider a proposed
Resolution to amend the Public Printing and Stationery Act.

The following Resolution was adopted:—

Resolved, That it is expedient to amend the Public Printing and Stationery
Act in relation to advances authorized to be made to the King’s Printer for the
purchase of materials, to execute orders and requisitions and payment of wages,
and to provide that the total amount of such advances shall at no time exceed
the sum of seven hundred thousand dollars or such sum as may hereafter be
determined, from time to time, by the Governor in Council.

Resolution to be reported.

The said Resolution was reported, read the second time and concurred in.
