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substantial problem in the long-term planning for its future in the area. A 
balance sheet as at December 31, 1960, and related statements of income and 
expense, and surplus are exhibited in appendix L.

I have now reached the conclusion of the submission itself in which I have 
referred several times to the appendices. These appendices are rather lengthy 
and I should like to ask if it is your pleasure for me to go on at this time to 
read them in full.

Mr. Drysdale: Mr. Chairman, if we are not sitting this afternoon I would 
suggest that we take the appendices as read. This would give those who are 
interested an opportunity of reading certain of the appendices. If there are no 
questions on it, I cannot see the value of sitting another hour.

The Chairman: Well, we still have twelve minutes and, having heard this 
important brief, some of the members may have some important questions to 
ask of Mr. Gilchrist.

Is it the wish of the committee that we do not sit this afternoon, and that 
we have these appendices placed on the record as read?

Agreed to.
