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operating and maintaing the bridge has
amounted to $556,570. In accordance with the
agreement between The St. Lawrence Sea-
way Authority and its U.S. counterpart, this
excess has been transferred to The St.
Lawrence Seaway Authority to be applied
against amortization of the cost of the north
channel bridge.

it pays no municipal taxes. The corporation
idoles, however, reimburse The St. Lawrence
Seaway Authority for grants in lieu of taxes
related to the land occupied by the bridge.

CORPORATIONS

National Railways pay municipal taxes?

Hon. Judy V. LaMarsh <Secretary lof State):
I arn inforrned by the Departments of Finance
and Transport as follows:

1. Crown corporations of a commercial
nature are already paying grants in lieu o!
municipal taxes. The payments are generally
ex gratia and the corporations involved are
therefore not legally liable for the payments
which thcy make. In general this arrange-
ment has workcd well and there doles not
appear to be a nced to alter the tax exempt
status of our crown corporations. There are,
however, some differences bctween thc grant
practices of different crown corporations and
a revicw is being conducted to, determine
whether all of these differences are war-
ranted.
