Hon. A. J. MacEachen (Minister of National
Health and Welfare): There is no international
agreement as referred to in the question, but
under Part V of the Canada Shipping Act
foreign seamen who fall ill in Canadian terri-
torial waters receive treatment under the con-
ditions therein specified. (a) Yes. (b) Yes,
Doctor L. Berlinguet. Others on referral. (c)
No, prescriptions may be filled at any
pharmacy.
