RTEEN HUNDRED
MILES OF ROADWAY

Province Has Set New Colon-
ization Record During Last .
Twelve Months

IN -NORTHERN" ONTARIO

Soo-Sﬁdbury Road is | Almost
Complete—No Work North
of Englehart.

A new record in the establishment of
colonization roads for the province has
been set in the improvement and con-
struction in the last year of 1300 miles:
The sum expended in tlils manner, under
the supervision of Superintendent G. W~
Bennett, exceeds $400,000, and the effi-
ciency of the highways placed in the
north are also considered. by the depart-
ment to have left old standards nd.
In some cases the government bore the
whole eost and in ofhers the localities
shared by bylaw. )

The western di t., composed of
Parry Soun e, Muskoka, Bruce,
Sturgeon Falls and Nipissing, with a
mileage of 116, contains bylaw roads to
the extent of eighty miles, and the pro-
vince pays $11,000 out of the $15,000 in-
volved.

In the eastern district, comprising the
northern part of Old Ontario, there are
292 miles of new colonization read undesr
an expenditure of $52,000, .of which the
government bears the lion’s share.

Sudbury to the Seo.

Fort Frances, nora, Fort Willlam,
and neighboring centres have had 292
miles completed at a total cost of $569,-
000. In the Timiskaming region no werk
has been done north of Englehart be-
cause of Commissioner Whitson's acti-
vities, but in all 113 miles of bylaw road
were conipleted at a cost of $17,000, of
which the government paid $10,000.

Mr, Bennett states that the Soo-Sud-
bury road has been completed to within
eight miles and that this constitutes one
of the great arteries .of traffic next
year.
