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Tho following account of the Popo’s
Jubilee is taken from the special ro-
port of L' Univers :

Rowz, Feb, 19.—The ceremony of
this day in St. Poter's, for grandeur,
nobility, majestic simplicity and hearty
outburst, passes all imagination ; and
those alono at a distance can form an
iden, approximate, not adequate, who
had the pleasure of assisting at tho
sacordotal jubilee of our Holy Father
the Popo some five years ago.

But what was new was that the
Pope was five years older, and yet
appeared younger, resplendant with
glory and with mnajesty, and surprised
the whole world by his grace and
activity. He was no longer an old
man of 88 years, but a man of mature
age, with a quiok and penetrating eye,
of rapid and mdjestic gesture, of brisk
ungd vigorous step. But let us not
anticipate events.

The doors of the great Basilica were
thrown open at six o'clock to receive
the throng of faithful who were orowd-
ing on the threshold, and from five
o'olock in the morning all the
thoroughfares lealing to the bridge.of
Saint-Angelo, or rather to the iron
bridge that lies provisionally at that
placo, wero crowded with carriages.
The lino extended moro than a thoun-
sand yards within the interior of the
city, and thus they remained until Lalf.
pnst nine.

The large nave of the Basilica was
divided into two parts, separated by a
broad corridor, through whick the Pope
made his entry. The Italian p.%rims
ani those of other conntries were
seated on the right, the faithfal of
Rome, on the left. At thefour corners
of the Confessional, beside the pillars
of the cupola, were galleries, of which
one was reserved for the Grand Master
of Malta, and his officers; a second
for tho chanters of the Sixtine chapel ;
and the two others were for distin-
guished personages.

The two transepts at the right and
at the left were likewise crowded with
people as far as the interior of the
chapels. Finally,thoe part from the altar
of the Confessirnal to the Chair of St.
Peter had been resorved for.the dis-
tinguished officials and the Pope’s
retinne. At the base beside the Chair
s large gallery was reserved for the
invited guests. Oun the right was the
gailery for the diplomutic body, with
all tho ambassadors, all the illustrious
deputics, and the persore/ of the
embaasies and of the orders, in full
uniform 4nd envered with decorations ,
also the ladies of the diplomatic body.

On the left wero all the Romsn
nobility ; in front the Prince Orsini,
assistant Princo at the Throno, with
bis family. In the centre, between
the two galleries of tho diplomatic
body, and of the Roman nobjlity, were

seats for the prelates, for tho bishops,
who numbored more than 160, and
finally tho cardinals, 87 in number.
Tho armod oftivials, Palatine Guards
and beadles formed a line and guarded
all the exits, while the Chamberlains
of the Popo and the young gentlemen
of Snint Peter's took tickets und
asgigned tho assistants their respective
places. Around the Confessional woro
grouped a large number of dis-
tinguished personages.

At 9.45 thero entered a large de-
tachmont of the Royal Guards in
holiday attire. who, having arrived
before the Confessional, parted in two
lines to take their position on the

right and on the left of the altar
8oon the (Sacred; trumpets sounded
aud the pontifical procession entered
the Basilica by way of the altar of
La Pieta, the first on the right on
entering St Teter's. The folluning
was the order observed. The prelates
of the pontifical ante.chamber; the
canons of St. Peter's, one canon
bearing the Papal processional cross
and another the tiara ; the clergymen
of rank chosen from the chapter of the
Vatican to assist the Holy Father at
the altar; the second prefect of the
pontifical ceromonies, and then the
bishops and cardinals.

The Holy Father, in chasuble and
mitre, was carried in the Sedia
gestatoréa with the two grea$ ostrich
fans and peacock feathers, fabelli.
On all sides stood the officers of the
Royal Guards, beadles, and the
Palatine Guard in their rich regalia ;
the Pope's chamberlains in their
magnificent Spanish uniforms, the
priests, and next the major-domo, the
assistant prince at the tbrone, and all
the priests, the laity of the pontifical
court; while the beadles, carrying
their large, glittering swords on their
shoulders, formed the line. The
head of the procession had alrcady
reached the Confessional when the
Pope appeared in the Basilica. The

‘speotacle then became magnificent.

From one end to the other of the
church there were.wavings of hand-
kerchiefs, clapping of hands, and
enthusiastio shouts, while the Tupe,
glowing with majesty and youtk, un
every side called down blessings on
his faithfal children, rapt in admira-
tion, desply moved and weeping with
joy and consolation. It would be
impoaslble to describe in words so
grand a sight. Such a spectacle did
not seem earthly: it was a glimpse
oi paradiso ; and, like4he divine Lamb,
the ‘Pontiff, resplendent with maojesty
and kindness, atiracted to himself all
hesrts, ahd saw tears sparkle in every
eye.

When they had arrived baforo the
altar from the right side of the Con-
fessional, the Pope descended from
the Sedia gestatoria gnd knelt on the

steps, and soon after the holy Sacri-
fice wae begun, while the Bixtine
chapel choir sang various anthems.
The Holy Father was assisted at the
altar by four oanons of Saint Peter's,
and the sccond master of ceremonies,
Mgr. Riggi, at the Lavabe and the
postcommunion the Cardinals Ricol,
archpries of the Vatican chureh, and
Verga and Mazzella, deacone, mount-
ed the steps and assisted the Sovereign
Pontiff in the ablutions.

At the elovation the silver trumpots
poured forth from the dome their
sweot  symphony, which re-echoed
through the Basilica like an angelic
murmur, and immediately after a
chorus of children stationed on the
lower balcony of the dome, and the
Sixtine chapel choir gang 10 solos and
in unison the magnificent anthem
corposed for the occasion by the
celebrated Mustafa. Nothing could
be more beautiful or touching than
this music : Jubilate Deo omnss terra
canlate ef exultate et psallite, efe. 1t
was the whole world that were pray-
ing and rejoioing, and the angels
mungled in these rejorcings and pray-
ers, bearing them to the heavens and
laying them before the Eternal
Throne.

The Mass fimshed and the usual
prayers of thanksgiving said, the Holy
Father withdrew an mstant behind
the gallery of the choir to partake of
a light collation. Then His Holiness
returned and, kneeling down at the
foot of the altar, intoned the 7z Deurm,
which was sung alternately by the
chapter of St. Petor's and the large
multitude that filled the church,
Nothing can be conce:ved so grand as
these 50,000 voices repeating in chorus
tho sublime verses of the Ambrosian
hymn. The prayers over, the Sove-
reign Pontff again ascended the Sedsa,
robed na cope. Nolonger having the
mitre, but the tisra, he wascarried, pre-
ceded by the same retinue as on his ar-

rival, this time passing along the left
side of the Confessional until they arriv-

ed before the grand nave. Here, rising
in the Sedia the Holy Father recited
the Coafiteor and the acoustomed
prayers, and in a clear and resonant
voice gave the solemn benediction,.
Urbi et Orbr, which did not fail to
drown the entbusiastic bursts of ap-
plause and tho ories of Long Jive the
Lope, that came feom the thousands
of faithful, delirious with joy and
emotion — bursts of applause and
shouts that afterwards continued for
.more than ten minutes, antil the
figure of the great and much loved
Pontiffl disappeared bebind the Prea
altar,

The remembrance of this splondid
and touching ceremony will ever
remain stamped in 1ndelible letters 1n
the hearts of all thoso who Lad the
bappiness to asgist at it.

What can be said of the magmficent
spectacle of this onormous multitude
quitting alowly the large Church of
8t. Peter, and unrolling itself, ke an
endless spiral, to the Bridge of St.
Angelo, and from thence over the
whole city of Rome? In order to
have an ides of it, one would have to
be an eye-witness, for the crowd wore
fully two hours in making their exit.

On Saturday last the ceremony of the
induetion of the new President of the
United Btates took place at Washing-
ton. President Cleveland in delivering
his inaugural deemed it proper **to
refer to the existence of certain condi-
tions and tendencies among the people
which seem to menace the integrity
and usefulness of their Government.™
The ‘firat of thess points upon which
he touched was the Silver Question,
for * nothing is more vital to our
supremacy as a nation and to the
beneficent purposes of our Govern-
ment than a sound and stable currency.
Its exposure o degradation should at
onoce arouse to activity the most en-
lightened statesmanship, and the
danger of depreciation in the purchas.
ing power of the wages paid to toil
should farnish the strongest incentive
to prompt and conservative precau-
tions.” Another danger confronts us.
“Irefer to the prevalence of a popular
disposition to expeoct from the opera-
tions of Government especial and
direot individual advantage.” After
seiting forth the evils arising from
* this progeny of paternalism '* Presi-
dent Cleveland consiered thet this
wasgte of the people’s money by chosen
servants was ottended by prodigality
and extravagance in the home life of
the people. Good Government requires
that public expenditure should be
limited by public necessity. He then
fouched upon the question of official
appointment which he considered
should be made not on account of
partisan aotivity but to those whose
efficiency promises a fair roturn of
work. To secure this,  Civil Service
reform has found a place in our public
policy and laws.”

The question of combines and
monopolies was next tonched upon,
which interfered with legatimate strifo
in business, and which really consti-
tute conspiracies against the interests
of the people and are opposed ¢ to
our American sense of fairness.”
“Loyaslty w the principles wupon
which our Government rests positively
demands that the equality before the
law whichit guarantees to everycitizen
should be justly and in good faith
conceded in. all parts of the Jand.”
The Indians until they are led into
tho civilized paths of self-sustinence
should now as the nation's  wards be
prowntly defended against the oupidity
of detigning .mon, and shielded from
every inflaence or temptation that
retards their advancement.” The
