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and stamp upon the whole popuhation of the Empire
a national character.

In submitting these thouglits, T trust T may he
pardoned for venturing to discuss a (juestion of
such magnitude and importance in presence of
statesmen and puhlic writers, whose exalted posi-

tions and long experience, render it liazardous to

ask their consideration of new principles of (rovei-n-

ment. But, during thirty years of iictive public
life, I have been compelled to study closely the

nature of oui- (Jolonial and Imperial relations, Avith

the opportunity of mir.gling freely with the public

men of the United States, and c f examining their

system and development, and 1 respectfully indulge
a hope that some weight may be given to sincere

convictions, formed after many years of anxious
delibei-ation, and expressed with no wish to em-
barrass, but with a very sincere desire to aid the

public men of the Mother Country hi dealing with
the great interests committed to their care.
