When with Infinity we
take into our thought Eternity, past

and future, if in Eternity there can be

said to be past or future, our minds are

completely overwhelmed.

Is belief in a future life generally

holding its ground? My friend, the

late Mr. Chamberlain, was by no means
alone in resigning it. But if this life

is all, how can we continue to hold our

faith in divine justice? Mr. Chamber-
lain, as I said before, was evidently
