The Inventor of the Velocipede Was a
Scotch Blacksmith, Who Was
Looked Upon as Insame.

Certainly no one in our present year
of grace sees anything wonderful in
self-propulsion on two wheels with
both feet off the ground ; yet when the
matter is considered attentively it
forces the admission that the man who
first conceived and carried Into prac-
tice so bold an action must have been
both a wonderful and a daring man.

Long speculation as to the identity
of this individual has resulted in the
discovery that he was a Scotch blaek-
smith, named McMillan, who, in 1840,
appeared before the astonished eyes of
Glasgow on a * velocipede,” formed of
two wheels in line, two pedals and
two handles, having ridden the 70
miles from Keir, Dumfriessire., As in
the case of many another innovator,
the authorities treated McMillan as a
dangerous lungtic. He was locked up
in jail, and released only on the pro-
mise that “he wouldn’t'do so any
more,” : A ‘

The McMillan of ‘to-day seeking to
move with both feet off the ground is
the flying ‘machine man. Fifty years
may do for -him what they have done
in the case of the cycle.

eral party may have an important ef-
fect.on ‘American public affairs, The
Liberals have long represented,the ele-
ment favorable to the United States,
and their leaders have been frequent
visitors here. Their main issue for"some.
time was that of closer trade relations
with the United States. In recognition
of tnis movement Representative Hitt,
the present Chairman of the House
Cummitteee on Foreign Affairs, intro-
duced & resolution for commercial reci-
preeity with ‘Canada, and Mr. Sher-
man proposed a similar resolution in
the Senaté. 'Lhe movement was coms
plicated by radical steps in Canada to-
ward annexation of the country to the
United States, and this contributed to
frequent Liberal defeats. The issue
was gradually shifted to the Manitoba
school question, but the Liberals have
centinued to stind as the party triend-
ly to the United States. This senti-
ment proved so strong that the Con-
servative Government adopted a modi-
fled measure looking to reciprocity with
the United States and a notable party
of Dominion officials, including Sir
Charles Tupper, Sir John Thompson
and Minister Foster, yisited Mr. Blaine

‘when the latter was Secretary of State

and proposed reciprocity negotlations,
ihe movement came to.nothing, how-
ever, as it was feit that the Liberal ele-
ment was the one which the Umnited
States would have to look for the exe-
cution of such a pian. The Liberals
have been out of power 80 many years
that their success,brings a compara-
tively new set of men in Rublic life.
The Conservatives who have long dea&
with the authorities here are the Tup-
pers, father and son; Sir Mackenzie
Bowell and Minister Foster, but these
give place to the young ¥rench-Cana-
dian leader, Laurier, 8ir Richard Cart-
wright and Messrs. Longley of Nova
Scotia and Farrer of Ontario. Mr.
Farrer is best known to public here,
as he has been in close communica-~
tion with the Committees on Foreign
Affairs and with the Special Commit-
tee that investigated reciprocity mat-
ters. In the latter investigation the
‘committee recelved from Mr. Farrer
‘a coprehensive statement of the work
of the Liberal party toward reciproc-
ity. The actiyity of Mr. Farrer here
led to an aj on in Canada for his
apprehension for treason. Mr, Goldwin
Smith of Toronto has also been closely
associated with public men here in the
movement toward closer relations.
Aside frdm the matter of trade relations,
the Liberals have advocated an gd-
justment with the United States of
other causes of friction, including Beh-
ring Sea, the Newfoundland .fisheries
and boundary disputes. It is believed
that the new Government will take
steps to reopen negotiations with this
country respecting trade, railroads
crossing the boundaries and other ques-
tions.

TRAPPED BY HIS VOICE.
Russell Hunting Displeased Anthony c.-;-
stock by His Phonogragh Songs and
Hils Tones Were Recogunized.

New York, June 26.—“That 'voice!”
exclaims Pauline, in the *“Lady of
Lyons,” and by that she identifies
Claude Melnotte, her long lost lover.
Russell Hunting is no Claude Melnotte,
but he was identified and caught by
Anthony Comstock because his voice
was recognized."He is 31 years old,and
lives at No, 46 Clinton-place. He is an
‘actor and he has trayeled with Charles
Frohman's “Shenandoah” Company.

For some time jAnthony Comstock
has known that there were in exist-

nice phonograph cylinders which re-
;ented songs and stories wihch he con-
sidered improper. So he set out to find
the person who prepared the cyliners.

It was always the same voice that
sang the songs, so Mr, Comstock knew
he had only one man to catch. Some
one recognized the voice as that of
Hunting, and told Mr. Comstock that
he was a member of the “Shenando-
ah” Company. Several weeks ago,after
following the man froen city to city,
George Oram, a detective working for
Mr. Comstock, learned that Hunting
was in this city. He called at his house
with witnesses and induced him to'ex-
plain the method of preparing the
clinders. In doing so, Hunting had ito
sing in the presence of Oram and his
companions. Oram then went to Jeffer-
son Market Police Court and had Mag-
istrate Kudlich issue a warrant for the
arrest of Huting, and also one for
Charles M. Carson, 37 years old, who
helped him prepare the eylinders,

WHEAT WILL YIELD HEAVILY,

Cora will be an Average—Oats, Rye and
Barley Gooed—Cotton Also Good,

Washington, June 26.—There is hope
for the farmers. The year 1866 promises
to bring them rather better returns for
théir labor than last year and better
than the year before. The wheat crop
of the country is sure to be the larg-
€st since 1892, and larger than the aver-
age of the last 16 years.

This year's wheat crop is, unofficially
estimated by the Department of Agri-
culture at 475,000,000 bushels, This has
been exceeded only six times since 1880

The wheat outlook is particularly
geod in the Western States, taking
them as a whole.

The condition of spring wheat indi-
cates a prospective yleld that closely
approximates a ffill or normal crop,
the average for the country being 99.9
per cent. The average for the year
1895 was 97.8. i

As yet the Department of Agriculture
has no official returns on the corn crop,
but unofficial advices indicate a normail
crop,probably equal to last year’'s large
yield of 2,161,000,000 bushels. Prices are
stiffening up a trifle, and the outlook
for a greater total value than last year
is counted good.

The outlook for oats, rye and barley
is good.

In the Southern States there is a re-
newal of confidence in the future on
account of the fine outlook for cotton,
The acreage this year is reported at an
increase of 16 per cent. over last year,
and the average condition of the crop
is excellent. The present condition of
the cotton crop,:taken as a whole, is
unusually favorable for this season of
the year.
