departmental establishment of Robert Slmp~
son- & Co. (limited), Yonge and Queen-
sfreets, in this city, died at 12.30 this morn-
ing at his residence, 00 Bloor-street east.

The end was Dot unexpected, for Mr.
Simpson had been geriously ill for severa:
weeks past, and had been attended by Ds.
Caven and Dr. Grabam. : .

A very large number of citizens w!ll learn
with deep regret of Mr. Simpson's decease,
for he was known to all the commercial
community and very highly respected, both
for his personal qualities and strict business
integrity.

Mr. Simpson was in business at Newmar-
ket before coming to this city, nearly a
score of years ago. He prospered, and
from small beginnings, by indomitable per-
gseverance and personal attention to every
detail of the trade, built up the present
mammoth concern.

Unostentatious and unassuming, he was a
representative of the c.ass of shrewd busi-
pess men who have been the architects of
their own fortunes. By the hundreds of bis
employes—from buyers down to shop boys—
he was respected and trusted. In private
life and) social circles he was genia] and
kind, and little did those who- but_a short
while ago saw his robust form and hearty
cordiality imagine that ere Christmastide
should come the merehant prince would be
no more.

Deceased was 63 years of age and came
to Canada when a young man. On leaving
Newmarket, he started a drygoods store ol
Yonge-street, just north of Queen-street.
in 1881 he moved to the southwest corner
of Queen and Yonge-streets, and as busi-
ness increased took in many of the ad-
joining stores. In 1894 he erected a colossal
building, which was destroyed by fire
afterwards. Nothing diseouraged, Mr.
Simpson soon replaced this by the present
building.

Deceased married a Miss Botsford, and
Jeaves dne daughter, Mrs. Hamilton Merritt.

The immediate cause of death was due to
keart trouble, from which he had suffered
geverely for about three months. Latterly
his malady had incapacitated him from
business.

. A. Christte Finds & Suddle in the Mar-
ket and Wants It Out.

In 1895 H. A. Christie, a citizen of Chi-
cago, invented what he calied an “Ana-
tomical saddle” and sccured a Caradian
patent on it, the patent cov ring a device
called recessed plate, comstructed to hold
the separate pads in position. The Chris i
saddle was an improvement on the old
solid leather saddles,bu# hundreds of bicycie
riders were not satisfied, and everyboly
asked for a proper hygienic saddle. Scores of
mechanics in the bieycle business and many
others have brought out as many saddles—
but no person apparently hit on tie right
idea uptil William 8. Smith, formerly ma-
ager of the bicycle department of toe Am-
erican Rattan Company, 177 Yonge-street,
brought out the Smit
which he obtained Canadian pa.enc in
Janwary, 1897. The Smith saddle Jumped

800N

into public favor at once. It npparindy
was exactly what the great army orf bicyel2
riders wanted. Physicians and those who
understood the danger of bicycle riding on
account of the saddle at once pro:zunc.d
the Smith saddle right. ;

The selting agents of the Christie saddle
found on canvassing the trade for 1808
orders that the Smith saddle was well
known, and that on a point’ preference
might  have the market. ais  made
it necessary for something to be dome or
lose trade. Mr. Chrstie decided to
do somkthing, and issued a writ agalnst
the Ion \Specialty Company, Limited, 58
Yonge-street, the present swners of the
Smith patent. The Ion Specialty Company
claim that their saddle is:not In any way
an infringement on the Christie saddle, and
at once placed the writ in the hands of
Blake, Iash & Cassels, their solicitors, with
instructions to défend the action. Evident-
iy the subject of bicycle saddles will be
thoroughly thrashed out.

The Ion Spécialty Company say that bi-
eycle riders want the Smith saddle, and
they must have it,

of the striking engineers and their em-
ployers, which began on Nov. 24 last,,
and after several sessions was adjourned|
won Dec. 3 until Dee. 14, in order tod
allow the delegates of the engineers 101
submit to the various unions the termsi
of the masters. The employers throughy
their representatives at the conference
declined to rcede from their position
respecting, freedom in the management
of their f')usiuess without the interter-
ence of the unions, and emphatically pro-i
nounceé against a reduction in the hoursi
of labor, on. the ground that such &
diminution  would mean a smaller outs
put_and inability “'to meet- foreign com-
petitors,  The general impression when
the coference was adjourned to allaw
the ballot was ‘that unless the unions
accepted these terms there would be a
rencwal of the deadlock. The strke
began on July 13 last, with a lockout
upon the part of some of the engineers,
followed by the engineers calling out a
large number of men, until about a hun-
dred thousand engineers were thrown!
out of work. The ostensible reason for
the strike was the question of the pay-
rent for overtime and incidentally for
eight hours per day. The engineers have
insisted upon eight hours’ work, and that
4ll overtime must count as one and &
quarter time for the first two hours ant!
