There was a tremendous tension, and
the country was now on the verge of,
ii, indeed, not actually engaged in an
Industrial war. ' Now was the time 10
give advice, not after the battie had
been won pr lost. All great movements
had develcped from a' four-fold evolu-
tion. The reformer was first ignored,
then laughed at, thea regarded with
contempt, © and finally treated with
kind and pleasant consideration., The
relation between labor and capital was
this: If the workingman did not look
after himself, no one else would. Every-
one wanted more all the time, politi-
clans; capitaliets and churchpeople, “1
never had enough, The congregation
could not pay me enough. The Gor-
dons are not bullt after that fa<hion,
and 1 have unlimited capacity as a
distributing agent.”

Mr. Gordon was thoroly persuaded
that the workmen of North America
were vastly ahead on account of the
labor organizations thruout the coun-
try. The nation rezted on the. home
