SHIFT OF COMMANDERS. 
PETROGRAD. Aug. 12.—Gen. Ba. 

lodeff, commanding the southwest, 
ern front, has been appointed to 
the command of the Russian armies 
on the western (Russian) front. 
Gen. Dinikine, at present command­
ing the troops on the western front 
has been transferred to the com. 
mand of the southwest front.

PETROGRAD, Aug. 12 —Desperate
engagements are being fought by the| 
Russo-Rumanian forces and Austro- 
German armies all along the Rumanian 
front. In the centre of this front, ac­
cording to today’s Russian officia: 
statement, the Russians and Rumanians 
yesterday repulsed strong Teuton at- 

I tacks along the Fokshani-Marasechti 
i railroad, then counter-attacked and 
|captured 1,200 Germans, only to retire 
I later in the evening.

In Southeastern Moldavia the Rus­
sians took the offensive, smashed the 
Teuton lines and captured a number 
of prisoners and four guns. In Western 
Moldavia the Austro-Germans after 
battles of great intensity forced the 
Rumanians to retire to Ocna.

IThe text of the Russian statement 
follows:

"Rumanian front: In the region of 
the Upper Dobra River and north of 
the Doftena. River, fighting continues 
with variable successes, west of the 
Ocna-Grozesni line, during the whole of 
yesterday, battles of great intensity 
took place. The Austro-Germans 
launched stubborn attacks, chiefly in 

I the direction of Ocna. Towards evening 
the Rumanians were forced to retire 

|to Ocna along the Moshoreli road and 
I to the west of Grozesni.
| "In the direction of Fokshani, the 
Austro-Germans yesterday launch d 
stubborn attacks along the Fokshani- 
Marasechti railroad line. Our troops 
and the Rumanian troops, in spite of 
the considerable superiority of enemy 
forces, stubbornly defended their posi­
tions and made counter-attacks, during 
which about 1,200 German prisoners 
were captured. Towards evening, un­
der strong pressure of enemy forces, 
our troops and the Rumanians retired 
to the villages- of Marasechti and 
Furtzeni.

“In the region of the mouth of the 
River Buzou, our troops, having as­
sumed the offensive, captured, as the i 
result of their rapid onslaught, part I 
of the enemy positions, taking a num-1 
ber of prisoners, four cannon and eight I 
machine guns."
TEUTONS TAKE MANY PRISONERS.!

Yields Not a Foot.
"Army group of Field Marshal von 

Mackensen: The battles north of Foks- 
han! continue. Between the River 1 
Sereth and the railway line to Auju- 
dulnou, the Russians and Rumanians 
yesterday again attacked our lines withK 
strong forces. We did not lose a foot ! 
of ground. Over 130 officers and more 1 
than 6,650 men were taken prisoners, 
and 18 cannon and 61 machine guns 
were captured.

"From the Sereth to the Danube the1 
artillery activity increased consider- 
ably. A Russian attack at the mouth 
of the Buzou was repulsed.

"Macedonian front: The situation is 
unchanged.”
