No Bars, Garters, Medals For 

Borden’s Brother, Secre­
tary and Aides.

Ottawa, June 3.—A fortnight ago Sir 

Robert Borden threatened to resign If 
his followers persisted in voting for a 

rmotion calling for the abolition of all 
civilian titles. On the same occasion, 
Sir George Foster delivered an impas­
sioned speech in. defence of titular dis­
tinctions, declaring that he himself had 
been made a better citizen through the 
rank which the King had been pleased 
to confer upon him. Incidentally, the 
movers of the anti-title motion and 
amendment were sharply rapped on the 
fingers for their temerity. This morn­
ing, it is announced that Sir Robert 
Borden’s brother and Sir Robert Bor­
den’s former private secretary, stock 
broker, and real estate vendor, have 
been honored by the King, while Sir 
George Foster has had "an additional 
bar added to his medal,” and in addi­
tion two good old party workers and 
staunch champions of the Tory faith, 
Hon. J. D. Hazen and Governor R. S. 
Lake, have had the title “Sir” pre­
fixed to their names.

An Awful Thought.
Had the anil-title motion passed these 

thihgs could not have been. Sir Robert 
Borden’s brother (who was superan­
nuated recently from the position of ac­
countant in the military department af­
ter several yean* had been added to his 
service), would have remained unhon­
ored. A. E. Blount, Sir Robert’s former 
secretary, “etc.,” would have remained 
just a plain citizen.

The Germans have carried their sub­
marine warfare to American shores 
and are attacking and sinking ship­
ping off the American coast. Submar­
ine attacks were reported this morn­
ing on vessels off the New Jersey 
shore and a number of craft are 
known to have been sunk—as many as 
fifteen, according to ope report. The 
German rush towards Paris between 
the rivers Marne an,d Ourcq was halt­
ed last night, according to today’s of­
ficial statement f>on* Paris. RrencJi 
troops, stood their ground firmly at the 
point of greatest Impact, near the 
Marne, and In dashing counter-attacks 
drove back the enemy in other sec­
tions of the battlefield to the north­
west. The main force of the German 
blow was directed along the /road that 
runs from Chateau Thierry/ to Paris. 
The French met It astride^ that road, 
to the southeast of Bouresches, within 
less than two miles of the river, and 
broke the assault by their Are.

Bitterly defending every . barrier In 
the enemy’s path the French resistance 
on the western side of the A lane sallertt 
Is Increasing. Sunday apparently was 
the poorest day the German advance 
has had since the offensive was renew, 
ed a week ago today.

Although able to push back the 
French line between Solssons and Noy- 
on the Gewfrans have been unable to 
break It ^and, while continuing their 
strong attacks there are making most 
violent attempts from the 'tine of the 
Marne to the north of Ourcq. The In­
tention^ probably is to outflank the 
northern sector by forcing back .the 
sector south of Solssons to west* of 
Villers-Cotterets. Heavy ,fighting con­
tinued all day Sunday east of Villers- 
Cotterets, and the forest of the same 
name east of the town. Late Saturday 
the French had retake A four towns In 
this regioq. Under the enemy pressure 
the French again were compelled to 
give up Faverolles about three miles 
southeast of Villers-Cotterets.

French Take Initiative.
Assuming the Initiative west of Neu- 

llle St. Front, the French recaptured 
Passy-en-Valols, southeast of Faverol­
les, and Hill 163 nearby. German at­
tacks elsewhere southward toward the 
Marne at Chateau Thierry were re­
pulsed, Paris reports. <•

The Germans have not crossed the 
Marne and apparently have not made 
very strong efforts to do so. They now 
hold a greater part of Chateau Thierry 
with the French maintaining a foothold 
In the western section.

On the eastern wing the Germans who 
crossed the Dormans-Rhelms road and 
took Vllle-en-Tardenol*, have been 
driven from Champlat. Around Rheims 
the situation Is unchanged, the Ger. 
mans probably hoping that their ad­
vance from Ville-en-Tardenois will out­
flank the Allied troops In the Rheims 
sector. , r.

The fishermen say the submarine was 
Interrupted in| its work and submerged, 
which probably prevented destruction 
of the entire fleet. The fishermen lost 
all their gear, but there were no casu­
alties.

German frightfulness and the con­
tinued bombing of Canadian hospitals 
overseas has again been brought home 
to London. For the second time within 
a week a graduate of Victoria Hospital 
has been reporte 1 killed and London 
boys dead from the effects of the aerial 
raids of the Huns. This time the blow 
comes harder for It was at No. 3 Cana­
dian Stationary Hospital, raised In this 
district and commanded by Lleut.-Col. 
Clifford Reason, D. S. O.. that the fatal­
ities occurred.

Nursing Sister Mary Baldwin of 
Paris, a 7917 graduate of Victoria Hos­
pital, Sergt.-Major Charles Ward of 
\\ ortJey Road and Sergt. Robert Wal­
lace. }>oth of No. 3, have died 6V 
wounds, and Sergt. Dispenser Harry 
C. Keller of Chatham has been re­
ported seriously wounded. Other .cas­
ualties to the personnel of the Western 
Ontario unit have also been rumored.

On May 19 Nursing Sister K. H. 
MacDonald of Brantford, and a gradu­
ate of Victoria Hospital training school 
for nurses, was killed, after two years’ 
service, as a result of the German or­
ganized drive on allied hospitals back 
of the British lines. Pte. Clifford 
Chadwick, former treasurer of the 
Majestic Theatre, and a son-in-law of 
Utilities Commissioner F. G. Mit­
chell, was killed in the same raid.

Causes Anxiety Here.
No. £ Hospital was mobilized in Lon­

don. It numbers scores of London 
doctors, nurses, n. c. o.’s and men and 
the reports of its bombardment and the 
results casualties has caused consider­
able anxiety here. Cql. Evans Davis, 
C. M. G., now in the city on furlough, 
was in command of the unit in France 
until Lieut.-Col. Clifford Reason took 
It over. It Is not known by relatives 
whether Col. Reason is now with the 
unit or not, as he was operated on 
for appendicitis In England on April 
27.

The news of the death of Sergt. 
Robert George Wallace, was received 
by his father, J. J. Wallace of 534 - 
Dundas street, this morning. The 
date given in the official message was 
May 30.

Left in April, 1915^
Sergt. Wallace went over with No. 3 

Unit in April, 1915, celebrating his^lst 
birthday on board ship/ He was sta­
tioned at England, later going to the 
Isle of Lemnos. From there he moved 
with the hospital to Alexandria, Egypt, 
going to France about two years ago,, 
where he had been since.

The last letter received from Sergt. 
Wallace was written on his fourth 
birthday spent away, on April 27. He 
mentons the different places where he 
had been on his other three birthdays, 
adding that his next one would be spent 
at home. When the letter was written 
he was in good health.. No particulars 
«have been received as to how he was 
wounded. He was with Ms uncle, Pte. 
Charles McGeary, at the time of the 
latter’s death in No. 3 Hospital last 
November. Pte. ' McGeary was a bro­
ther of Mrs. Wallace.

Sergt. Wallace enlisted as a private, 
winning his stripes since. He was a- 
popular young man and well known In 
baseball circled, playing for some time 
with the Forest City Club. Prior to en­
listing he was a traveler for McCormick 
Manufacturing Company. He was high­
ly spoken of by all who knew him.

Dispenser’s Wounds Serious,
Dr. Harry Reason, brother of No. 3’s 

commanding officer, received a long­
distance telephone message from Chat­
ham this morning reporting the third 
•know© casualty to No. 3. C. Keller of 
Chatham was notified that his son, 
Sergt.

TWO SUBS IN 
THIS ATTACK
New York, June 3.<—The .EdWard H. 

Cole, sunk by subs, was an American 
schooner of 1,791 tons gross, owned in 
Boston * and built in 1%04. The crew 
has been landed here. According to the 
survivors the vessel was sunk 75 miles 
off the highlands of New Jersey yes­
terday afternoon. *

Two submarines attacked the Edward 
H. Cole, according to the commander 
of the vessel, Capt. Newcomb: They 
appeared simultaneously, one on each 
side of the vessel and signalled the 
captain to heave to.* f ^

The commander of one of the submar­
ines then boarded » the schooner in a 
small boat and gave the crew ten min­
utes to leave the ship.

Theftorew took to their own boats im­
mediately and the German sailors then 
planted bombs on the vessel and blew 
her up. ,

Jutit «before the explosion occurred 
an American steamship appeared fn the 
offing and the other submarine imme­
diately gave chase. The la^t Capt, 
Newcomb saw of the steamer' she was 
making off at full speed. The crew of 
the Edward H. Cole was subsequently 
picked^ up by an American auxiliary 
naval vessel, brought to an Atlantic 
*Ar* la.®’ night "and then sent here by 
train. They were taken in charge 
naval officials.

The auxiliary vessel carrying the Ed­
ward H. Cole’s crew was pursued by 
the submarine, but • escaped by taking 
refuge in an Atlantic port.

WASHINGTON REPORTS THREE SUNK.
Washington, June 3.—Besides the Edward H. Cole the names of 

two other ships sunk have been reported to the navy. They are the 
schooners Jacob S: Haskell and the Isabella D. Willey.

A navy department statement announcing the sinking by submarine." 
says : «

“The navy department has been informed that three Amerlcar 
schooners have been sunk off this coast by enemy submarines.

“The steamship Bristol, arriving at New York this morrnng, report 
ed that the, four-masted Schooner, Edward H. Cole,- was ^sunk by sub­
marines at 6:30 p.m. Sunday, 50 miles southeast of Barnegat, N. ,7 
and that the Bristol rescued the crew and brought them to port.5

SAW TWO SUBS.
“It also rescued .the crew of another sailing vessel which was " 

sunk. The Bristol reported that she enco*mtered a submarine 38 Aille? 
off Barnegat at 4:20 p.m. Sunday, and that two submarines were 
operating in that locality.

“The steamship Grecian reported that tixe schooner Jacob S. Haskel' 
was sunk by gunfire by a german submarine in the same general vi­
cinity at noon Sunday. The crew was rescued.

“It was also reported that the Isabella D. WlUey was shelled bv 
submarines.”

Captain Newcomb iyt the Cole stated that his vessel was attacked 
by a German submarine which boarded him, took away his papers; and 
placed, bombs on board. The captain and crew took to the boats. Cap 
tain Newcomb stated that the submarine which attacked was about. 
200 feet long and carried two large guns, one forward and one aft. and 
a smaller gun amidshlp.

PORTS WELL PRbTECTED.

Washington, Jyne 3.^-If the German 
admiralty expects to. find the American 
ports unprotected because a great force 
of American destroyers has been con­
centrated in the war zone, around the 
British Isles, it is mistaken, naval of­
ficials say. While the anti-submarine 
craft in the war zone are in large num­
ber. the protection of the steamer lanes’ 
on this^side of the Atlantic has not been 
overlooked, and it is said there are 
adequate forces in home waters to meet 
them. Recurrent reports of German 
submarines on this side of the Atlantic 
have beeu^-elosely examinee! by the 
naval department during the iSfet week. 
Reports Of one German submarine near 
the Virginia CM>es were current in

Hampton Roads Saturday. It was said 
navy flying boats, submarine chasers; 
and ether anti-submarine craft in that' 
district immediately went to sea in 
search of the raidepé.
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
