A GLOOMY SITUATION

Tartars Capture Suburb of
Balakhan and Massacre the
Inhabitants—Baku Oil In=
dustry More Than Half
Wiped Out. ’

|

ST. PETERSBURG, Sept. 7, 2.50 a. m.|
—The news from Baku received up to the |
time of the filing of this despatch is of
the gloomiest character. The Armenian
and Tartar warring factions mow appear
to be entirely beyond control. The
streets of Baku seem to be unsafe for
the inhabitants and the_force of troops
to be inadequate.  According to reliable
reports, the troops have been forced to
withdraw from the suburb of Balakhan,
where, on Tuesday, the rioters set fire to
the oil works and that place is mow in
the hands of the Tartars, who have com-
pleted the work of destruction and who,
it is eaid, massacred the inhabitants.

The viceroy of the Caucasus hay des-
patched reinforcements of troops from
Tiflis, but owing to the conditions through-
out the whole of the Southwestern ‘Cau-
casus it is thought that even with -these
reinforcements the troops will be inade-
quate to deal with the situation.. In.the
suburban region the fighting is desperate
and the soldiers are using artillery.

Representatives of the oil industry are
utterly despondent: and they declare that
on the basis of telegrams so far received
more than half of the industry in the|
Baku region has been wiped out and that
the fire is making rapid inroads into the
remainder of the oil territory.

TIFLIS, Caucasia, Sept. 7 — All the
naphtha works at Baku have been de-
stroyed, and all the factories and other
works there are closed. The military au-
thorities are hastening measures to cope
with the desperate situation at Baku.
Artillery has been dispatched from here
by special frains. The prices of benzine,
kerosene and their residues have risen
enormously. The present supplies. will
be exhausted in a few days.

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ANGLICAN SYNOD AT
~UEBEC TODAY WILL
DISCUSS MANY THINGS

Important Canon Proposed Which Will Prohibit Anglican
Clergymen from Officiating at the Weddings of Divorced
People---Question of Unction of the Sick and a Per-
manent Diaconate.

QUEBEC, Sept. 6 (Special)—The fourth
Session of the general synod of the Church
of England in Canada opened here today
with an attendance of seventeen bishops,
ninety clerical and fifty-five lay delegates,
and the number will probably be augment-
ed in the course of the next few days.

The business of the day was light, the
most important mattfers being the delivery
of the annual charge of the Primate, Arch-
bishop Bond, of Montreal, and the work of
organizing the lower house. The actual
business of the synod will commence at the
session tomorrow morning, when among the
important subjects to be considered will be
one conveyed in méssages from the upper
to the lower house, At the close of the af-
ternoon session today this was a canon adopt-
ed by the upper house, stating that no
clergyman within the jurisdiction of , the
Church of England iz Canada shall solemn-
ize matrimony between persons either of
whom shall have been divorced from one
still living. This canon was brought down

Lately, the proprietors; of Hymns Ancient
and Modern have put out a new edition. It
is said not to be very popular, even in Eng-
land, and only ome or two churches in the
diocese of Frederieton, use it. The time is
considered opportune for the compilation
of a book that may commiend itself to most
of the parishes and missjons threughout the
Dominion. Of caurse, the putting out of a
new hymn book is a very different thing
from putting out a new or revised Prayer
Book. The hymnul would mot, or practically,
could not be made ‘obligatory. It would, es
it were, bear the imprimatur of the synod,
and if drawn up with the attention and care
that should be given to it would likely come
pretty nearly into

NEW YORK, Sept- 7 —Three hundred

More than a
score of them deserted their wagons at
the Mail street entrance of the post of-
fice after they had received word that
e strike had been decided upoe.

The strike is an echo of the trouble
‘over wages of some weeks ago. The lead-
ers say that the agreement the bosses
made them was not lived up to, and they
also demanded an increase of wages.

Acting superintendent of mails' Fox
said after the men had left the wagons

from which ‘deliveries should be made to
railroad stations and branch offices be-
fore three o’clock Thursday morning, he
anticipated that there would be »o diffi-
culty in keeping the service running. All
of the men are employed by the New
York Mail Company. 4

President Thomas Tandy, of the Driv-
ers’ Organization, says that H. C. Wal-
cott, the manager of the New York Mail
Company, made an agreement at the
time of the temporary settlement of the
difficulty previously, that the matter
would be adjusted -permanently on the
first of this month. He declares that he
has been unable to effect any settlement.

“The understanding was,” said Tandy,
“that all of the men were to get $2.10
per day. The men driving the one-horse
wagons were content with this agreement,
but the drivers of the two-horse wagons
want $2.50 a day.” |
