The farm­
ing districts which are dependent upon 
ooal, the railway men who carry it, and 
the smelters who use it are all faced with 
a shortage of ooal. Mr. Cumberland 
thinks it unfair that unions, 97 or 98 per 
cent, of whose membenfoip is in the Uni­
ted States, should be able to control mat­
ters in tibia way.

“The less output there is in the Cana­
dian mines,” he says, “the greater is the 
output required in the mines in the Uni­
