ComsterciAr.—The fine weathet which prevail-

ed ut the date of our last publication continued un-

interruptedly until Tucsduy last. Since then the

elements have changed. rain has fallen in torrents,
and the mercury is still low.

But the beautiful
weather which has prevailed during the last two
or three weeks Lias, in a great measure, saved the
crops; weunther more propitious for harvest ope-
rations caunot be imagined, and in all directions
the farmers have been taking advanage of it. A
great deal of outstanding wheat and oats have
heen secured, and if the unfavourabie change
should continue, it cannot be productive of mauch
serious injury. But the long-continued wet, and
the abseute of warmth, have operated injurionsly
upou tbe quality as well as the quantity of the
new crops, T'he yield of the grain which has been
thrashed out is light and of inferior quality, and
the accounts from all parts of the country on this
head are nearly uniform.  We have passed through
the ordeal better than could have becn expected
u month ago; but, owing to the inferiority of the
present crops, and the almost general failure of
the potatoe crops here and elsewhere, the grain
Pmarkets all over the kinoedom have been rising of
late. This state of things has been influenced, to
some extent, by the failure of the rice erop in
Carolina, and by the drought which has injured
more or less the crops in the Northern States ; but
wainly it is attributable to the general failure of
the potatoe crop, here and on the Continent, and
to the inferiority of the present us compared with
former vears’ grain, A glance at our market re-
turns will ehow how far these combined causes
have operated. The probability is, that good, if
not high prices will be obwined, during the
ensuing winter, for most descriptions of food ; and
although matters would have been much worse if
our home lharvest had been less productive, a
number of other circumstances—amongst them,
the floods which have destroyed the ‘wheat in the
great corn fields of Northern Europe, the valleys
of the Vistula and the Flbe—will operate to pre-
vent cheap food during the next twelve months.

Railweay speculation continues, nay, increases
daily. Every twenty-four bours give birth to
some pew monstrosity, and cvery scheme, how-
ever absurb, finds patrong, In the projected
lines, there is of course, most speculation, for it
answers not the purposes of the parties thatidabble
in every thing new, to hold for investment.
Rumour, with her hundred tongues, makes free
with the names of parties in every town who clear
their thousands, daily or weekly, as the.case may
be, by a fortunate move or lucky guess; but the
names of those who suffer are studiously withheld,
no doubt, by the operations of that feelings which
prompts men, in the most desperate condition, to
screen their circumstances until they become
patent through the instrumentality of that argan
for whichh the prudent in every class have rooted
aversion—thie London Gazette. Nevertheless, the
Queen’s printer is destined to record hereafter the
names of myrids who are at present up to the
eyes andigars in iron rails. But much good in the
meantime’Will be done; lines of speedy communi-
cation will be made where otherwise none would
have existed, and in this sense the national re-
sources will be developed, and the general pros-
perity increased. Every public benefit is sttended
with some atnount of individual suffering.

The Queen of Kngland, in returning from Ant-
werp, dropped in, in a friendly way, at the Chateau
d'Eu, to ask Louis Philippe and his Queen how
they did. ‘T'he visit, if anything at all, was com-
plimentary to the French nation; but some of the
newspapers, in their stupid hostility to LEngland,
declare thatit was almost insulting to pay a friend-
ly visit of a day or two to the French King, after
having accepted the pompous hospitality of the
Prussian monarch. By marvellvus inconsistency,
they had previously declared that it would have
been an insult for the Queen not to have visited
his Majesty of the French.

As
such reminicences contribute uot to good diges-
tion, and engender the nightmare, the Brightonions
are correspondingly angry at the peeping propen-
sities of Louis Phiilippe’s naval hero. But, as a
sct off, his brothers, the Due de Nemours and the
Duc de Aumale, have taken a pleasiny and pacific
trin into Spain ; the latter, it is belicved, with an
eye to matrimony.  If the young Queen isalready
d ‘;v\s('d of, theie is the Infanta Louisa, who may
find favour in the sight of the yonng Bourbon;
and if courtship is to be accelerated by the pastime

of killing bulls, that royal sport of Spain was in-
troduced on the occasion. ‘The brothers have re-
turned.

‘The brave Circassians have again been measur-
ing lances with their old enemies, the Russians.
A battle in their mountain fastnesses has taken
place, where beoth sides fought with indomitable
courage. The slaughter, it will be seen; was ter-
rific, and termninated without much advantage on
cither side; for the hardy mountaineers fought
until their ammunition was exhausted, and the
Russians were afraid of following up the pursuit.
These brave fellows prefer the independence of the
grave to the grinding tyranny of the Czar. Their
patriotism is a sad cut to the Emperor’s vanity ; as
his will is law, it must gall his pride that he is
unable to make them feel it.

T'he Income and Property Tar.—It is stated that
in consequence of the flourishing condition of the
revenue, it is the intention of the Goveinment, if’
the peace of Europe should continue undisturbed,
not to renew the Property Tax at the expiration
of the three years for which it has been enacted.

Importation of Forcign Grain.—1It is stated that
orders have been sent out from this country within |
the last two mouths, to'ihe amount of three mil-
lions sterling, for the importation of foreign grain,
under the expectation that it will be required be-
fore the harvest of . 18406, either to be mixed with
£nglish grain, or to be used separately.

A Sounding Electric Telegraph— At the meeting
of the Academy of Science on Thursduy last, M-
Laborde laid before the Academy a description of
a new electric telegraph, the signals of which
are made by sounds. A system of electric téle-
graph was also presented by M. Garnier, which,
however, has one remarkable feature—viz., a
deuble disl-plate for letters or signals, arranged
in such a way as to prevent some of the confusion
that exists in the present system.

The Murder of Eliza Grimwood.—Hall, the

private who accused himself, at Dublin, of the
murder of Eliza Grimwood, in London, has since
recanted, allegzing the tale to be merely o ruse to
escape froj the army. e attewpted to escape
before leaving Dublin. “I'he car upset, and in the
confusion, he attempted to make off. The prison-
er bore a very indillerent character in the regi-
ment, although he was considered a young mnan of
superior  attainments, and spoke the French and
Italion languages fluently. He had been raised
to the rank of corporal, }I’)ul was reduced for mis-
conduct. The prisoner was brought up at the
Southwark Police-court on Saturday, inquiries
having in the interim been made relative to his
history at the time of the murder. ‘Various wit-
nesses were called.. One, the cabman who drove
the murdered woman immediately before her
death, stated that Hall was not the man. Ile was
therefore discharged. Awmongst those who had
assembled on the occasion was the wife of the
accused, a genteel looking woman, who was ac-
companied by her daughter, an interesting-looking
child, apparently abaut five or six years of age.
A treaty for the mutual extradition of criminals,
similar to that in force between gngland and the
United States, has just been concluded between
France and Prussio,

Prospecls of the Crops.—With the exception of
u few partial sliowers in different parts of the coun-
try, the weather has continued uninterruptedly fine ; |
harvest operations have consequently been rapidly |
proceeded with, and in most of the southern coun-
ties the bulk of the corn has been carried. In the
north of England there is still a considerable quan-
tity of grain abroad ; but the lutely expericnced
sunny days have brought the crops forward amaz-
ingly, and in situations where a month back it was
feared the corn would never arrive at maturity, the
sickle has lately been actively emyployed. On the
whole our prospects as to the futire have under-
gone an immense improvement since the 20th of |
August, but to suppose that the evil effects of a !
decidedly wet summer have heen entirely remedied
would be altogether unreasonable.

We regret to have to state that we have had
communications from more than one well-inforined
correspondent, announcing the fact- of the appear-
ance of what is called “ cholera” in potatoes in
Ireland, especially in thenorth, In one instance
the party had been digging potatoes—the finest he
had ever seen—from a particular field, and a par-
ticular ridge of that field, up to Monday last. On
digging in the same ridge on Tueeday he found the
tubers all blasted, and unfit for the use of man or |
beast. WWe are mvst anxions lo receive informa-
tion’as to the state of the potato crop in all parts,
for the purpose either of allaying unnecessary
alarm, or giving timely warning. All through Fin-
gal serious dumeage has been already sustained.—
Dublin Freeman’s Jowrnal.

The malady which has attacked the potatoe
crop in Belgium has also made some ravages,
though nothing like so extensive,in the northern
provinces of this country. The authorities of
some of the departinents have, in consequence,
forbidden the sale of polatoes; and in some towns,
even, the mayors have given strict directions to
the hotel keepers and eating-honse keepers, on
no account whatever to scrve up potatoes to
their guests, .

The Potatoe Crop in Ireland.—There is no
ground for any apprehensions in Ireland. There
may have been partial failures in some localities,
but we believe that there never was a more abun-
dant potatoe crop in Ireland than ‘there is at pre-
sent, and none which will be more likely to secure:
—Dublin Evening Post.

T'he Iron Trade.—During the present week, se-
veral of the largest houses in South Staffordshire
issued circulars on the 11th instanr, quoting the
prices of bars at 20s. and pigs 10s. in advance of
the foriner prices. Under these rates no further
orders will be executed by the leading firms. The
effect of that rise will be injurious to the manufuc-
turers of heavy gdods, whose trade suffered severe-
ly during the rapid advance about nine months ago,
and was but just recovering the shock it then re-
ceived. There is every probability, however, that
the present rates will be meintained, as the demand
for the rails for the new companies is very grent,
and likely to continue so for some time. The col-
liers have given notice of another advance of Gd.
a-day, but whether they will succeed in their pre-
sent movement, the policy of which is very ques-
tionuble, after the late concessions on the part o
the masters, remains to be seen.— Birmingham
Jowrnal.

InterESTING Navar Nores.—During the past
week the greatest activity has prevailed in the difl
erent departinents of the Admiralty. The dock-
yards are being increased in number of artisans and
quantities of stores of all descriptions. Tle FLords
ofthe Admiralty, now that they have put the ordi-
nory into the most efficient state, are concentrating
their attention on the conversation of the old line
of battle ships and frigates into steam gavrd ships,
to be propelled by tha screw, ‘I'hese steam gnard
shipsjare to be brought forward immeidiately ; in
fuct, some of them have already been tuken in
hand.

The Erperimenlal Squadron at Cork.—The Ex-
perimental Squadron, afler a cruize of six weeks,
during which the sailing qualities of the ships have
been tested, have put into Cove, where they w
remain for a few weeks, before they proceed ag:
to sea.

The ships are duily visited by the citizens of
Cork, and by crowds of fashionables from every
partof the County. The boutmen of Cove are
making a rici harvest of their visit to the harbour,
and we have heard, much to their credit, that they
are neither exorbitant in their demands or discour-
teous in their conduct to those who employ them.

VaLuaBLE Discovery.—An itivaluable disco-
very for preventing the ignition of wood and pre-
serving it from dry rot, has recently been made in
England, and commuicated, by order of the Home
Government, to the authorities in these Provinces.
The comnunications on the subject were called
forth from the recent destructives fires in Quebec,
and are published at length in the Royal Gazette,
of Wednesday last. The application seems par-
ticularly suited to the wood of New Brunswick.—

The same kinds of Woods were boiled in solu-
tions of 1 1b. chloride to 2 gallons of water, and
do. 10 3 do.,and in both cases the prepared Woods
successfully resisted ignition into flame, while the
unprepared burst instantly into flame.
‘The cost of' preparing timber for building pur-
poses, if’ it be desired to preserve it from dry rot
only, will be from 9s. to 13s. 6d. per load, according
to the greater or lesser absorbent properties of the
wood.  But ifthe timber is intended to be render-
ed uninflamable, the cost will vary from 25s. to
35s. per load ; and it may be well to mention that
unseasoned Timber is even more readily and ef-
fectually prepared than that which has been cut,
the sap in the green wood being firmly set by the
process.

Thatthey were private and strictly
confidential is evident from their contents, for ma-
uy of them do most certainly lay open the “secrets

But there is n deep and impressive moral to be
drawn from this transaction. Why was such a
person taken up and patronized by Awerican poli-
ticians? 'Why was such a man entrusted with an
office ? Tt is useless to talk of * foreigners,” when
the Jowest of them, coming to this country under
such circumstances, are put into respeetable places
of public trust and benefit. It is notorions that he
fled from Canada charged with murder, arson, and
mail robbery, as above stated, and that the proofs
of his guilt were sent after him; yet, instead of be-
ing sent back from whence he came, to suffer the
penalty of the law, he is rewarded with a public
office. We say it is unfairto reproach foreigners
with the misdeeds of Mackenzie, when such re-
wards are held out to inen of his class.

To the act of publishing private and confidential
letters, obtained, too, by fraudulent means, we
have nothing to say, but to reiterate the unqualified
condemnation of such baseness, which has just
burst forth from the whole coimnmunity.—New York
JAlbion.
